This headquarters' previous operstional report indicated com~
pletion of the II FFORCEV Artillery Stationing Plan; however, continuous
exakination of current end future operational requirements have dictated
additional restationing to provide adequate artillery support to US/FWMAP
and ARVN Forces. Additional emphasis has also been directed towerds
assisting and improving the effeciiveness of ARVN Artillery.

2. (S) Stationing end Miselons of II FFORCEV Artillery Units.

The current base camp positioning of II FFORCEV Artillery units
is at Inolceure 2. Heavy artillery ooverage within I1I CTZ is at Inclo-
sure 3, General missions are outlined in Inclosure 4. Specific aissions
will very from time to time based on cperational requirements,

& The previous operational report cutlined plans for position-
ing firing batteries of the Tth Bn, 8th Arty at BEN LUC (XS637766), DONG
TAM (XS410443) and BEAR CAT (YT169995); bowever, opsrational Teguirements
directed deployment of B and C Battery's to positions vicinity BIEN HOA
émozsu'l). On 14 Septomber 67, Battery B was airlifted to SUNG Bk
YU138063), in northerm PMUUC LONG Province. From this new position ar-
tillery support was provided for SF/CIDG camps, RF/PF outposts, and ARVN
installations in the northerm portion of III CT%2. This positioning will
also provide support for US/FWMAF or ARVN Forces during any future opera-
tions in northern War Zone D.

b. Battory 8, 6th Bn, 27th Arty, which had been atteched to
III MAF in I CTZ since September 1966, retumed to III CI'4 on 14 September
1967. After a refitting period at BIEN HOA the battery was flown to SONG
BE on 14 Qotober 1967 to replace Battery B, Tth Bm, 8th Arty. This re-
positioning lessened the problem of control of both heavy artillery bat-
talions.

c. USARV General Order 5030 dated 2 Cotober 67 attached Stry H
(S11), 29th Arty to the 13th Combat Aviation Battalicn located at CAN THO
(Wws8608) in IV CTZ. This action eliminated administrative and vransperta-
tion problems which previously existed with the battery attached to the
9th Infentry Division based at BEAR CAT.

d. On 13 Ootober 1967, Eattery A, 2d bn, 324 sity, located at
CU CHI (XT6414), moved to TAY NINL (XP160524). Battury C, 2d Bn, 324
Arty formerly positioned at TAY WINH moved to DAU TIENG (XT496466).
These deployments concemtrated the firing capabilities of three heavy ar-
tillery batteries in the War Zone C area. Most of Wer Zome C can now be
covered vwith overlapping heavy artillery coverage. 2he' capability to
weight any future US/FWMAF operation in War Zone C, while still retaining
adequate coverage in the MICHELIN PLANTATION and BOI LOI WOODS iliustrates
the flexible dejloyment of heavy axrtillery.
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e. On 14 Uctober 1967, Headquarters and Headquarters Bettery
snd Service Battery, Tth Bn, 8th Arty moved from BEAR CAT to BIEN HCA.
This move cc-located the headquarters with two of the firing batteries.

3 (C) Assistence to ARVN.

a. II FPORCEV Artillery continued to expend its program of pro-
viding assistance to ARVN Artillery, RF/PF and Special Forces/CIDG. During
the reporting period, artillery of II FFORCEV fired 16,014 missions expend-
ing 81,044 rounds in support of ARVN ground forces, Special Forces/CIDG,
and RF/PF outposts.

b. On 21 September, II FFUICKV Arty conducted a joint ARVN/US
Artillery Seminar for senior artillery ci‘cers and artillery commanders.
ARVN officers in attendance at the meeting included the Chief of ARVN Ar-
tillery, the Tommandant of the ARVN Artillery Schocl, the ARVN Corps Ar-
tillery Commanders of III and IV Corps, and the Diviaion Artillery Comman-
ders of the 5th, 18th and 25th ARVN Divisions. The US/IWHAP attendees
inciuded the 1st, 9th and 25th Divisicn Artillery Coumanders, the Coaman-
ders of the 23d and 54tk Artillery Griups, Battalion Communders of 5th
Bn {AW)(SP), 24 Arty, 2d Bn, 40th Arty, and a representative from the 4th
Field Regiment, 1st Australian Task Farce. Briefings were presented ons
Functions of the ARVM Artillery Command; Currsnt Employment of ARVN Ariil-
lery; US/FWMAFR Artillery Organization and Deployment; Measures to Prevent
Artillery Accidents and Incidents; US Assistance to ARVHN Artillery Re-
fresher Praining; and Defense Against Rocket/Mortar Attacks. The results
of the seminar were encouraging and future seminars are planned,

¢, II FFORCEV Arty units continued the program of assisting
in development of defensive artillery support plans for RF/PF outposts.
This prograk consists of presenting instruction on conduct and adjusiment
of artillery fire; use of direction locating devices, and firing in
defensive targets where possible.

d. Artillery officers visited eack Special Forces/CIDG Camp
in III CTZ and presented instruction on artillery adjustment procedures,
assisted camp commanders in plamming defensive fires and insured that
communications were established with all friendly artillery in range of
the camp,

4. (C) Progrgms to Inorease the Accuracy of Artillery.

a. One section of the 8th Bn, 25th Arty (PAB) located at LONG
BINE (YT053112) deployed with Battery B, 7th Bn, 8th Arty to SONG BE (see
paragraph 2a) to provide additional metro coverage for this area. To
provide metro datas for the central region of III CTZ, the Tth Bm, 8th
Arty's metro section at BRN 14C was moved to BIEN HOA and co-located with
its headquarters battery.

b. Calibr of Artd Pleces.

Calibration was conducted for 344 of 428 US/IWMAF, and four

c. Supvey.

The program to provide position srea survey to all ARVN
axrtillery positions has been completed. Lkmphssis is now being placed on
extending survey to all RF/PF outposts. Priority vill be given to out-
posts located in close proximity to heavily populated areas and to out-
pouts supporting Revolutinnary Development Teams. Defensive targets have
seen surveyed at eighteen (18) outposts during the reporting period.
Other survey operations were completed to establish survey control for
firing betteries and radars at BIEN HOA AFB, watch towers and radars at
TAN SON NHUY AFB (X$8198). and declination stations at BIEW HOA and Wak
SON NHUY. The updated III CTZ Trig Supplement was finalized, published,
and distributed during October. The current status of survey control in
III CTZ is shown at Inclosure 6.

5 (C) Harassment and Interdiction (H&I) Program.

II FFORCEV- Artillery has established a special H&I program em-~
phasiging “arget pianning in snd around aress where enemy contact has
ocourred, ‘'fimely interdictio:r and neutralisation is the main objective
of this specialized program. A. additional improvement in the regular
B&I program has been the increased correlation of target data through
intelligence inputs from G-2, II FFORCEV. These include imegery inter-
pretation, spot intelligence reports and Combined Intelligence Center
Vietnam reports facilitating detailed evaluation and analysis of target
data, the results of which are used in targeting VC main forces and locsl
forces throughout III CTZ.
