We hope to make it a chapter of a book titled Military
Planning In An Uncertain World, and would appreciate any camments, criticism,
ideas, and examples that readers may have. This draft began as a trans-
cript of an informal talk and, despite some rewriting, it probably still
suffers (like many such talks) from being "fashionable.™ We are aware
that it has a number of other wealmesses and assume there are still others
of which we are not aware.
