Diqgnosis after autopsy: acuto he:.aorrhaZ:c fever, acute intcst-nal
and onteric bleeding, fatty decneratioa of thu liver, p-curisy of t-o
left side, kidney stones. In blood smears from the enteric cavity bacillus
anthrax was found.

14o onily bec=:..t
ill. The veterinary health inspector reported thnt no cu:;• of anthrax had
been known during 1933-39 throughout the entire neighborhood.

Source of infection must have been the straw and hayv -hich the sick
man picked up. Since none of the anim-ls usin. tl.is feed fell Sic" of
anthrax, one must conclude that the sick man infected .is hands with the
straw and hay or soil of the station yard, and %:ith the dirt of freight
cars which were strewing straw and hay. In 1938-39 thore vezre often ship-
meats of animals, hides and animal raw, iatcrials through this station.

In th'e enteric cavity
v as observed a quantity of sticky liquid, yolloviish. Thu patlenu died and
was autopsied. Patholcgical dia-nosls: perforated ulcer, peritonitis,
bleeding from the stomach and intestines, hyperplasia of lymph n¢,das,
mesentery and spleen.
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
