a. serial Loudspeaker AEW-ABS-4:

(1) Gbservation: The 1000-watt aerial loudspeakers without portable’
frames are hard to handle, slow to load into helicopters, and easily damaged.

(2) Bvaluation: The Division PSY(P Section tested mounting the ARW-/ARS-L
loudspeaker on both wooden and aluminum frames. The aluninum frame was harder t0
make, bub proved to be lighter and more durable than the wooden one, The Division
adopted the aluminum frame and made three, In early April 1969, a UHIH Yelicopter
was shot down and crashed., The (EM=ABS-l survived the crash.

(3) Recomendation: The 1000-watt AEM~ABS-4 loudspeaker should be equirpel
with an aluminun freme to facilitate ground and aerial handling and to protect
the eculpment,

be Use of ‘rtillery Smoke:

(1) Cbservation: - delicate situation is often encountered in the field
vhon an element, gets pinned down bv enemy in bunkers and can't attack or with-
Araw without accepting heavy casvaltiss. This situation becames =zven more
4ifficult when some or many of those pimmed down are already casualties. To
move in either direction, thev need fire support. The range at which these
contacts take place (often 15-30 meters) eliminates tube artillerv for close
support. R4 can be used no closer than 30 metere without running the risk of -
additional friendly casuslties. In addition, (RA is ineffective against bunkers,
although the psycholosical effect of a screaming airborne fire spitter can be of
sane value for g short time,

(2) Bvalustion: In s tested case it was found that the 2lmost fargotten
smoks sScreen can be very effective in facilitating either a continuation of the
attack or withdrawal. The 105mm base ejection smoke round has besn used success—
fully in this role to hreak contact when all other normal means have been used
wnsuccessfully. The unit is allowed to withdraw in good order, retrieving its
deal and woinded without receiving further cssualties, In one case, 30 rownds
were fournd to be sufficient but this cen be variedt depending upon prevailing
winds and terrain.

(3) Recommendation: Whenever the nature of contact precludes the use of
close~in tibe artillery or !R[ fire supnort, the use of a smoke screen can per-
form the valusble function of allowing an engazed friendlv unit to regroup,
doploy, and/or maneuver. 4 certain risk is involved bocause to obtain the desiréd
effect, the rounds must be adjusted so the pois fall within the friendlv element.
If a pod hits a man, it cen cause a casualty but it is extremel~ unlikely that
anyone would be killed if he had his helmet on, However, the cannister can kill
regardless of the helmet status. The chances of a camnister or naods hitting
fricndlies is smaller still, but it is g risk which must be considered, Compared
to bringing /R. closer than 30 meters, the risk is negligible. Base plate
fragmonts are also negligible and not worth consideration. This method has been
proved effective and the decision rests wit™ the commander with respect to
specific employment,
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ce. Preliminary Defenses of Landing Zones:

(1) Observation: Often, it is not possible to construct complete per-
imeter defenses on a new LZ in onz work dav due to time 1mltatlons or shortages
of protective devices,

(2) Evaluation: Recent experiences on division LZ's indicate that im=
provised materials, alresdv availsble on the new LZ, may well prevent or at least
give earlier warning to sn impending enemv ground attack,

(3) Recommendation: Bangalore torpedoes can, in the initial stase of an
LZ, be used to clear fields of fire and suprlement night defenses, Placing
bangalores in areas to be cleared and firing them at random during the night will
gerve t0 keep the enemv off balance ani clear fields of fire at the same time.
Makeshift bangalores can be made by packing C=~4 into eight=foot vpickets and wrap—
ping them with barbed wire. These can then be emploved in addition to or in
lieu of bangalores. Trip flares should be placed in bands outside the perimeter
wire with safe lanes rather than solely wihin the perimeter wire. The lanes
should be constructed to zllow infantrv units leaving the L7 freedom of movement
without setting off emploved warning devices. Makeshift fougasse/flares can be
constructed by placing diesel or fouznsse in 105mm hrass and igniting them with
trip flares. These dgvices will provide illumination for periods up to 30 nin-
utes,

d. Carrving of CS grenades by the individual soldier for breaking contact
or nmaneuvering against bunker complexes:

(1) Qoservation: Most burker complex contacts are besun by a wit wm-
suspectingly walking into a well-camouflaged and densely foliaged bunker complex.

(2) Evaluation: Ustally the first three men of the peoint scuad of 2
platom or platoons are automatically hit and pinned down if not irmediately KIA.
iction such as this occurs anywhere fram 10' to 20' fram the initial bunker,
thereby making manewer quite difficult without risk of further c2sualties.

' (3) Recanmendation: By having ezch soldier carry ome GS renade, as soon
as contact is established at close ranze and in bunker camplexes, G5 can be hand
thrown without waste of time, thereby enabling the unit to gain momenteary man-
euver superiority to assault, The roint must be made aware that immediately
mon contact, the agent should be utlllved to overwhelm the enemv before he can
react with his own counter-measures,

Det:nchment conducted chemical support activities for the 1lst Cavalry Division
(&M), 4 shaPp increase in chemical suprort activity took place,

(1) O 1 Februarv, the 26th Chemical Detachment's first bunker conbam—
ination team contaminated 30 bunkers with persistent C3. /dditional teams were

placed on an on-call bﬂ.SlS to contaminate bunkers, tunnels and trails for units
of THE FIRST TEMM.

(2) With the finding of large enemy rice caches, a method of effectively
burning rice was estshblished by chemical personnel. On 11 Febrary, 30 tons of
ceptured rice was burned by lst Brigade chemical persomnel usine the kiln
method, with Napalm as the flame medium.
