5. Discussion:

a. Major Allen explained briefly how the new Air Force Regulation
375-1, "Weapon/Support Systems Management", would affect the XB- and
YB-70 development and test Programs. The new Regulation (copy attached)
explains the "Air Force concept of systems management" and is directly
applicable to the B-70, GAM-87, and Dynasocar Development Programs.





(1) The Test Directive and Test Plan will not be separate doc-
uments but will be part of the "System Package Program" defined in par.
2e¢ of AFR 375-1 as follows:

(a) n"System Package Program. A single planning and pro-
gramming document which is kept up-to-date and describes the over-all
system program. Upon its approval by Headquarters USAF this document
is directive on all participating agencies. The aystem package program
will be the detailed implementing document for designated system pro-
grams which are also delineated in official P-series documents. In case
of conflict, wherein an approved change to the system package program
has not yet been distributed in a P-series document, the system package
program takes precedence. The system package program is the basis for
conducting, changing, and reporting system schedules, events, and actions.
The Headquarters USAF focal point for condueting the system package pro-
gram is the SSO. Field management of the system package program is the
responsibility of the SPO. Elements of the system package program are
listed in attachment 1."

(2) Specific parts of the System Package Program which affect
AFFTC are as follows:

(a) Materiel Support Plan. This plan will be based upon
the operational concept and plane, and contains a description of the
materiel support system to be used. It will be specific in the areas
of supply, maintenance, transportation and depot, contractor and base
resources. It wdll extend from support of test activities through the
inventory support phase.

(b) Development-Test-Production Plan. This plan will cen-
tain quantitative requirements, schedules, R&D approaches, test programs
for system or subsystem feasibility, performance, reliability, component
compatibility, production leadtime, production plans, industrial capability,
facilities (industrial and military construction) required and cost require-
ments and projections for each of the individual segments of the plan.

(3) The Test Director will be assigned by WADD and Major Allen
stated that the WSPO requires the Test Director be assigned by July 1961.

b. In line with the AFR 375-1, the WSPO has been given several
requirements which require AFFTC aetion. These requirements are as
follows:

(1) Cost Estimate of Category I, II, and III

The AFFTC made a 10-year B-70 Weapon System Cost Formulation
on 7 Oct 1959. This document never left the Center, as the suspense date
was extended before the document was mailed and the B-70 Program was can-~
celled prior to the later suspense date. The undersigned and FTOP will
revise these estimates as required and submit the revised document as a
preliminary cost estimate.





(2) Manpower Requirements - Training Requirements

The AFFTC defined the complete (AFFTC and SAC) Training
Requirements 2 November 1959. This is the best information available
showing the manpower required to accomplish Category I and II. ARDC
participation in Category III would be accomplished by Category II
personnel.

(3) Support Plan

NAA is presently working on the preliminary Support Plan.
This document wdll be submitted to AFFTC for coordination approximately
1 November 1960. The coordinated document will serve as a joint AFFIC-
NAA Support Plan.

(4) Facilities Plan

The WSPO has all the information needed on the Center's
facility requirements.

(5) Range Facilities

The Range Facilities required for testing the XB- and YB-70
aircraft cannot be defined until specific requirements are lmown. Major
Allen was informed that all Electronic Countermeasures "effectivity
testing" would be conducted over the APGC Instrumented Electro-Magnetic
Radar Complex. Ballistic drop tests on "Special Weapons" would be con-~
ducted over AFSWC or other ranges approved by SANDIA Corporation and
AFSWC.

¢. Major Allen was requested to send a message to Col Smotherman
(RDMF), ARDC Directorate of Facilities, and Col Lowry (WWMF), WADD Facil-
ities Division, stating that NAA had been given a letter of intent for
11 additional aircraft (12 total) and this would reactiwvate the AFFIC
Facility requirements for the complete B-70 Program. Immediate action
is required in order to get approval of AFFTC's FY 62 MCP requirement
for an addition to Building 1600.
