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AN INDUCTIVE TAXONOMY OF COMBAT INTELLIGENCE DATA

-:}Technological advances have led to the more efficient collection of
a greater variety and quantity of combat intelligence data than in the
past. This development has strained the capacity of the intelligence
system to protess this information. To effectively handle the increased
volume of data, the intelligence analyst working on specific problems
must be able to selectively obtain information relevant to a specific
problem without becoming bogged down in irrelevant information. To
achieve an efficient information retrieval capability, whether using
manual or automated procedure, it is desirable for data to be stored in
a form compatible with the retrieval requirements of the intelligence

analyst. \\\\

-

Any given data base can be organized in many alternative ways, using
alternative filing.structures which differ both in the categories of
information used and\in the level of detail on any category. For example,
messages coming into an intelligence section might be categorized in terms
of the message contengnﬁgg se or in terms of the meaning of the information.
That is, a message concerning a unit sighting might be filed with other
information about that unitfvnith cross-references to other information
about the specific area, or the message might simply be filed by the
category of its basic importance: (a) information with an apparently
high degree of accuracy which has immediate relevance for the unit's
mission; (b) information which has a low likelihood of being accurate
but which, if accurate, has immediate relevance for the unit's mission;

(¢) information which is likely to be accurate but which has little
relevance, to be saved or rerouted as appropriate; and (d) information
of doubtful accuracy and little relevance.

Clearly different data-base structures may be suitable for different
users, and we should not expect to find\some single ''best' data structure.
What techniques, then, may we use to deJelop the appropriate data organiza-
tion for a given intelligence data base%ﬂ This report presents an outline
of one approach to data organization, and provides the information taxonomy
produced when this particular methodology was applied to one message set.
While a number of information categories are unique to this particular
message set, this taxonomy is expected to provide a valuable starting
point for future efforts of this type.
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METHODOLOGY

The methodology prescribes the necessary steps to follow in determining
the categories of information in a message set. Developed on an ad hoc
basis, it is similar to the descriptive approach used by biologists in
developing a taxonomy of new species. The methodology focuses on the
descriptive characteristics of information within the message rather than
on the organization of the messages.

Having developed a set of descriptors, one can go back to the message
set and categorize the messages in terms of their similarity with respect
to the defined characteristics; e.g., two messages might be placed in the
same category in the data structure if they contain information about
movement of enemy units of a certain type. This use of the information
characteristics in developing a data structure will be explored in a
separate report. Here we will refer to the developed set of characteristics
as a "taxonomy'" of the messages although, strictly speaking, we are
obtaining a taxonomy of the information within the messages.

The methodology was applied to 96 reports from the files of the 28th
(U.S.) Infantry Division, December 1944. The following procedure was
used to obtain a set of characteristics which defines these messages:

Step 1: a. Take a sentence of text.
b. Isolate the nouns (including gerunds).
c. Eliminate duplications, proper nouns and place names.
d. List the remaining nouns as tentative descriptors,
arranged horizontally across the page.

Step 2: a. Take the next sentence.

b. Repeat the procedures of Step 1.

c. Compare the new list with the results of Step 1.

d. Place those which are closely related in meaning
to words resulting from the analysis of Sentence 1
under those words. Add the remainder as a horizontal
extension of the words in Sentence 1. These are all
tentative Descriptors.

Step 3: Continue the above process with succeeding sentences.

Step 4: When there are 4-5 descriptors in any column, select the
general term which most closely describes the specific
terms (descriptors) in the columm. This general term
becomes the columm heading and is called a Descriptor
Category.

Step 5: Continue Steps 2 and 4 above, adding descriptors and
descriptor categories as necessary.




Study the descriptor categories to determine which ones
are the most closely related. Rearrange columns to place
descriptor categories which are most closely related

side by side.

Step 7: Study the closely related descriptor categories (groups,
clusters), to determine whether there is a more general
term which will embrace most of the categories in €ach
cluster. If there is, group the affected categories
under the appropriate term, which designates a Descriptor

Class.

Continue Steps, 1, 2, 4, €6, and 7 above.

If any descriptor category gets much longer than the
others, examine it closely to determine whether it may
be logically subdivided into two or three smaller

categories.

1f subdivisions of descriptor categories are made,
examine them to determine whether they should be retained
in the same descriptor class as the descriptor category
from which they were derived. 1If not, transfer them

to another class, or temporarily let them remain
separate, unclassified categories.

I1f any descriptor category fails to accumulate more
than four or five descriptors, examine it closely to
determine whether it is really part of another category.
If so, transfer its descriptors to the category which
can best embrace them.

Examine the descriptors in each category and rearrange
them in some logical order; e.g., ascending or descending
order, parts under the whole or alphabetically.

Examine descriptors to determine their relationship,
if any, to categories other than their own, starting

first with categories within the same descriptor class.
Determine the relative value of the descriptor to each
descriptor category. If it can be determined that a
descriptor is of more value to a category other than

the one to which it is now assigned, transfer it to the
category to which it contributes most. Then record

the relative contributions the descriptor makes to

2ach category to which it makes a significant contribution.
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Step 14: HhLepeat Step 1% for Descriptor Categories with respect
to Descriptor Classes.

Step 15: When Step & reaches the point of diminishing returns
and continued analysis of sentences of text results
principally in repetition of descriptors, descriptor
categories, and descriptor classes, discontinue
further analysis of new material on the subject matter
at hand.

Step 16: Review the organization of material resulting from the
above and make such changes as may be necessary to
enhance its capabilities for use as a labeling system
in computer storage and retrieval of qualifying and
quantifying data.

INDUCTIVE TAXONOMY

Applying the procedures described above to the messages in the data
base (Appendix) led to the identification of the information character-
istics listed below. These characteristics define a taxonomy of the
information in the messages and may be used as the basis for developing a
taxonomy of the messages themselves, which may in turn serve as the
structure for the organization of a tactical intelligence data base.

Noun Form

Primary information content in messages is conveyed by the nouns.
Therefore the descriptive taxonomy categorized noun forms taken from
the 9€ message data base. Overlaps between certain categories allow
some to be collapsed into others. On the other hand, some categories
prove to be too broad and have to be divided into categories of smaller
scope.

Activity Verb Form

The methodology and taxonomy presented above focus on the nouns in
the message text, yielding a taxonomy which is based on the characteris-
tics of the content (as opposed to the meaning) of the message text. A
data base structure which was constructed by putting messages into the
same ''files" or categories if they were similar in message content would
have some shortcomings; messages of similar content might have radically
different meaning. For example, two messages would appear similar in
content if they both referred to '"self-propelled artillery" and "bridges",
but one might be discussing the travel of the artillery over the bridge
while the other might refer to the shelling of the bridge by the artillery.
To properly differentiate between the messages, it is necessary to consider
the verbs as well as the nouns in the text. The activity verbs from this
message set (Appendix) are presented in this section.

POWs identified as members of the 15th
Parachute Regiment, 5th Parachute Division, and 915th Regiment, 352d
Volksgrenadier Division. Enemy appears to be advancing along two
general axes: VIANDEN(9Q049) and WALSDORF(8748); and BETTEL(9147) and
TANDEL(8845). In addition, ememy attempts to infiltrate up the SAUER
River Valley have been repulsed.
