Zenbao
Island is Chinese territory and the truth is undebatable and firm with
no room for quarrel. Even according to the unfair treaty, the Sino—
Russian Treaty, which the imperial Czar Russia forced on the Chinese
people in 1860, Zenbao Island area belongs to China. For many years,
the area has been continuously under the control of China and our
Border Guards have patroled the area. How in the world one can say
that the Zenbao Island suddenly has gone to the other side of the
“border line of the Soviet Union?”. How is it possible to say that

this territory of China has become an area for the Soviet revisionist
Border Guards to “guard”? It is very clear that the Soviet revisionist
soldiers invaded Zenbao Island, the territory of China, and they

attacked the Border Guards of China. But you (USSR ) are twisting the

The fact that the Soviet revisionist betrayers Invaded our terri-
tory continuously and provoked border Incidents means this handful of
betrayers are social Imperialists and genuine new czars. The people
of the world clearly witnessed this.

Their guts are larger
than the czars’ • What is the difference, one may ask, between this
robber—like activity of the Soviet revisionist betrayers and American
Imperialism, which at will occupies territories of other nations,
invades other nations’ sovereignty, and behaves everywhere as if every-
thing is his own?

In 1900, Lenin in his essay “China War” denounced very severely

• the “beast—like criminal action” of the czar invading China. He said,
“the China policy of the czax~ government is a criminal policy ”. “As
always, the czar government this time also acted like a slave of those
capitalists and nobility, and they were government officials with no
responsibility to anybody”.

After the Opium War of’ 18140, the czar of Russia conspired with
Western nations of imperialism, pressing China to sign a series of
unfair treaties.

The Treaty of Ni Bu Chu of September 8, 1689, defines that the
line along the rivers of E Er Gu Na and Ge Er Bi Qi and the Outer Xing
An Ling ranges as the eastern section of the Sirio—Russian border;
and that the vast area north of Hei Long River, south of the Outer Xing
An Ling ranges and east of Wu Su Li River, as the territory of China.
At that -time, Wu Su Li River and Hei Long River were situated in the
territory of China.

May 28, 1858 , taking advantage of the opportunity when the allied
V 

army of British and French imperialisms invaded China, czarist Russia
militarily threatened the government of the Qing Dynasty and con—
cluded the unfair Treaty of Al Hun. This treaty allowed them to snatch
away an area of more than 600,000 sq. km north of Hei Long River
from the territory of China, and the large area of the territory of
China east of Wu Su Li River was put under Sino—Russlan joint control.

November 114, 1860, the czar of Russia again borrowed military
pressures from the allied army of British and French imperialism when
they marched into Peking and occupied it. They threatened the Qing
government to sign one more unfair Treaty of Peking, and forcefully
transferred an area of more than 1400,000 sq. km east of Wu Su Li River
of the territory of China to the territory of Russia.

Treat y of Pek ing, czarist Russia illegally took possession of our land
In the northeast area (Manchuria) and It is more than 1,000,000 sq. km.

In 1858, criticizing the Sino—Russian Ai Hun Treaty which the czar

of Russian imperialism forced upon the people of China , Marx pointed

out , “The Second Opium War helped Russia in getting possession of the

important area which stretches from the Gulf of Tartary to Lake Baikal ,

and it was the goal of an ancient ambition of Russia. From Tsars

Alexey “Mihairovich” to Nicholal , they always wanted to acquire t hat
land” . (“On the Sino—Anglo Treaties” , pp. 625—626 , vol. 12, Chinese

language version of The Collected Works_of Marx and Engels).
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Criticizing the unfair Sino—Russia Treaty of Al Hun , Engels
said , “As England decided finally to bring a war to Peking and when
France was pursuing England hoping to get something valuable , Russia
snatched from China a river as lengthy as the Donau River and a tern —
tory as large as France and Germany combined” .

• 664 , vol. 12, Chinese language version, The Collected Works of Marx
and Lenin). It is a very sharp comment . The situation developed as
Engels wisely and clearly predicted , and from 1858 on, Russian imper—
lalism indeed “cut and took piece by piece” land from the territory of
China.

Lenin also was furiously angry more than once , and a few times
denounced the czarist Russian Invasion of China and Its criminal act.
Lenin said , “the government of every nation in Europe (the Russian
government is the first among them) already began subdividing China.
They could not dare, however, to do it on a grand scale, but they
started subdividing the land like petty thieves. They started stealing

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land from China as if they were stealing belongings from a dead man .
When the dead man arose and opposed , they pounced like a wild beast,
killing and setting fires. They burned several villages flat, and

chased villagers into the river of HeI Long to die. They shot clvi—

Lenin the Great then supported China and all other oppressed
V nations which were opposing foreign invasions by the czarist Russian

V imperialism and all other imperialist powers . Lenin said, “For example,
if Morocco would declare a war against France tomorrow, India would
do likewise against Great Britain, and Persia or China would do the
same against Russia, then these wars would be wars of justice and self—

- defence, regardless of who started the war. And everyone who is a
socialist would wish for the victory of those nations that are being
oppressed, subordinated and having no equal rights over the “super”
nations that are the oppressors, the slave owners and the plunderers V -

version, The Collected Works of Lenin). As we review the teachings of
Lenin today , the frantic propaganda of the imperialist robbers of’ the
government of the Soviet Union is not only not acceptable from the
political viewpoint of Lenin, but it is a most shameful betrayal of
Leninism. That is all we can say in conclusion.

September 27, 1920, the government of the Soviet Union led by
V 

Lenin declared to the government of China “All the treaties concluded
between the successive governments of the Soviet and China will be

nullified hereby . All the territorial claims on China and the extra—
territorial rights of Russia in China are hereby renounced. All the
things the czarist government and the Russian bourgeoisie took away

from China are hereby decided to be returned with no compensation for
IV them” . It was a solemn declaration . China was then under the control

of a reactionary government , and this great proletariat policy of Lenin
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V The map the Soviet Union handed over to China during the Slno-USSR
border negotiation in 19614 . In the map , about the border demarcation
of the Ha Yu Island area, Pu Yuan Country, Hel Long Jiang Province ,

the River Hel Long was set as the demarcation line and Hei Long River ,
and its main navigation route are clearly noted on the map also. But
they drew a demarcation line along a small tributary in the territory
of China, and they transferred our Ha Yu Island very selfishly to their
domain. This is evidence of invasion and occupation schemes over the
territory of China by the group of Soviet revisionist betrayers.

The group of’ Soviet revisionist betrayers completely betrayed the
great teachings of Marx , Engels and Lenin. They consider what the czars
invaded and took possession of as their own, and they try to invade arid

take possession of what the czars did not Invade and took possession of.
Their guts are bigger than the czars’. They are the true new czars

i~-i name and substance. They are social imperialists through and through .
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The unfair Sino—Russian Treaties of Al Hun and Peking defined the

line. On the basis of the regulations of the international laws
which have been officially approved, the center line of the main navi—
gation route of a river is the international boundary in most cases
of navigable international streams, and the Islands in the stream are

~V1 also determined by that line. This has been the governing standard
so far for both China and the Soviet Union. But the Soviet revisionist
betrayers intentionally redrew the map with a scheme to Invade and

V 
occupy the territory of China. There are more than 700 islands on this
side of the center lines of the main navigation routes of the rivers V

of Helong and Wu Su Li. The group of Soviet revionist-betrayers took
more than 600 islands from them, the total area of which amounts to
more than 1,000 sq. km, and transferred them to their domain. 
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V How base are the Soviet revisionists! They built a darn in the
river of Hu Eu Tu, a river along the Sino-Russlan border line, in

V 
order to divert the course of the river to wash the banks of our
country , and It is eroding the territory of China.

About the problems of the Sino—Russlan border dispute the history
handed down to us, our government consistently advocated the status
quo be maintained until a solution is reached, and the solution must
be reached through negotiations. On August 23, 1963, our Ministry of
Foreign Affairs sent a memorandum to the USSR Embassy in China, and
presented the following proposals regarding the maintenance of’ the
border line status quo and prevention of border clashes:

“Both parties are to maintain the status quo of the border line ,
and by every possible means, It must be guaranteed that the actual
control line of’ the border should not be pushed forward.

“Both parties must avert clashes and it must be guaranteed that
the Border Guards and other personnel do not exercise military powers,
do not threat militarily, or do not shoot guns.
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“Both parties must not cross the main navigation route of each
navigable river and stream which is the Border Guards patrol line ,

$-  -t where the streams and rivers are the border demarcation line.

“This agreement has nothing to do with problems of territorial
possessions. The difference of opinions of both parties regarding the
border problem is to be discussed at the border negotiations by the
two governments. ”

These proposals of China which are reasonable met an unjust
refusal by the Soviet Union.

Because of the repeated proposals of China, a border negotiation
between the governments of China and the Soviet Union took place In 19614.

For this negotiation, China clearly pointed out as follows:

All the treaties which are related one way or another to the

V 
present Sino—Russian border situation, like the Sino—Russian Treaty

V of Al Hun and the Sino-Russian Treaty of Peking, were forced on China
by czarist Russian imperialism, when the peoples of China and the
Soviet Union did not have enough power to resist and they are unfair
treaties . China hopes to strengthen our revolutionary friendship with
the people of the Soviet Union , and it is still our hope to solve all
the prob lems which exist along the border and determine the location of
the borderline of the two countries on the basis of’ these treaties.
