The third plenum of the’ DOSAAF republlcan conmlttee of
Turkmenie took place in Ashkhebad,

The plenum discussed the report of Comrace P, A. Belov,
secretary of TsK (Tsentral'nyy Komitet -- Central Commlttee)
DOSAAF of the USSR, concerning the results of the examination of
work conditions and future problems of DOSAMF organizations 1n
the Turkmenian SSR (Soviet Socialist Republic),

In the activities of the DOSA’F republican organization,
it was noted in the plenum, there are a number of great short-
comings, Tork having to do with increasing the membership of the
Society is getting along especially badly. For the two years
elapsed since the 4th DOSALF Congress, republican organizations
increased only three percent and on 1 January 1960 consisted of
onlv one~third of the adult population of the republic, £# number
of provincial and a majority of district committees were not
properly engaged in this important work.

Side by side with the advanced Serakhsk and ¥izyl-Arvetsk
district organizations, where a majority of the working people
are drawn into the membership of the Society, there are those
organizations which lag behind., In Ashkhabad, for example, only
19 percent of the adult population sre members of the DOSAAF, and
in the Varyysk rural district only about 17 percent. Up until
now, collectives of the Society heve not been formed in many enter-
prises, construction projects, and collective farms of the republic.,
It is sufficient to say thet in lebit-Dag there is no local DOSLAF
organiz“tion in every fourth enterprise.

‘omen, and especially those of local birth, are attracted
in very small numbers into the ranks of the oQClety. In the
Aishkhabad rural district, only 12 percent of the women are
included in the general membership of DOSZAF,

In the plenum it was noted that sports work in the DOSAMF
organizations had improved somewhat during the past year. In the
past year 26 percent of the members of the Society participated in.
verious sports contests; more than 3,800 sportsmen and ten masters
of sports were trained. Yany sportsmen appeared successfully in
&ll-union contests. Anmong these were masters of sports Frolov,
Niyazov, and others,

However, there are at the present time fewer sports teams
in the republic than local organizations, HManv collective groups
of the Society do not participate in district contests.

The sports skill of DOSAAF members ‘is growing very slowly.
Only 18 percent of those who passed sportsmcn tests are numbered
on the sports teams, *

The problem of the growth of tecnnlcal sports is gettlng

_ a*bng budly, although all the conditions for it exist in Turkmenia.
Only in Mebit~Dag do over 500 people ‘have privete motor cycles,

but durihg ‘the past two yerrs they did not conduct a single motor
contest, DOSA'F organizations trein thousands of auto drivers,
notor cyclists, and rcdlo operctors- but only a few are oncu01ed
with sports,

As &a result’ of the poor treining of soortsmen and of the

insufficient attention given them by the repuollc's auto=-motor

club, the team from Turlmenia occupied one of the last places in
the contests of the people's sccond Spartakiad of the US SR,
 Serious shortcomings in the work with personnel were
revealed in'the plenum, - The committee of the republic'hés weakly
investizated the abilities of the vorkers; as a: result, about one--
t ird of ‘the staff workers of ‘the comnlttee nd of the educctlonel
orgenizations have beef replaced. " ~
Public speukers noted thet in the republlc there are 911‘
the resources for improving mess-defense and sports work. :The
plan for collection of membership dves is improved upon from year
to yeor, Tris means that the people have become interested in
the activities of the Society and want to heve durable material
resources for the studies of the groups and for the sports teams.

In the pcst year hundreds of tractor operators for incdustriel

VIII. NEW ACHIEVENENTS, RADIO OPERATORS

Sixty-five yoars ago oh 7 M=y 1895, the great Russian scien—
tist A. S. Popov gave mankind its greetest invention -- radio. In
this historically short period, radio has gone through an enormous
growth. It has permanently entered our lives, has entered all
branches of the national economy, science, and engineering.

From the first years ‘of the cxistence of the Soviet rule,
the Communist Party and the Soviet government have given great
attention to radio technics. Through the initiative of V. I.
Lenin, lender of the working people, a number of important resolu-
tions vere adopted concerning the development of the -radio in-
dustry in the country and the construction of radio stations for
communication and broadcastihg. During the years of the five-
yerr plehn, radio factories and broadcasting statinns were con-.
structed; millions of radio receiving sets werc turned out, and the
m~ss installation of radio wos conducted in the country. ‘At the
time of the Great Potriotic War, radio played a role of no small °
importence in accomplishing the greatest military operdtions. In
the post-wer period Soviet radio techniques have continued to de-
velop znd to be perfected. = = St e :

At the present time our country has availeble a highly
developed and powerful redio=electronic industry capable of pro-
ducing in the shortest time any modern eclectronic instruments,

The rodioc electronic industry of the USSR increased 20~fold in
just the ten-year period from 1948 to 1958, Still ‘more” growth
will be achieved ‘during the yoars of the seven-year plen. The
electro~vacuum industry has ‘grown 4.5~fold; the output of radio
components, 4-fold; -and that of semi-conductors, 10-fold. ’

to autometic production processes, to the creation of automntized
