... Francis Joseph Spellman's life'was not too tortuous. 

He was born in 18C-9 in the city of        state of Massachusetts, 
to a family of a grocer.  In his youth he was facinated by sports, 
especially baseball. After completing the local school he moved 
to iiew York.  "In 1907, Spellman," according to the cardinal's 
biography, "entered Fordham University; where he spent four years, 
there his talent for writing poetry was developed.  During his 
senior year he decided to devote himself to the service of god 
and to become a priest." 

Francis Joseph Spellman found his calling not in a 
grocery store, not in baseball and not in ehe composition of 
poems, even though he has published several collections of his 
poems, but on the pulpit; ho is one of the most ominous figures 
in present day Aaerica.' In 1911, through the recommendation of 
the Boston cardinal O'Connell he'goes to the "eternal city" — 
Rome, where he enrolls in the IJorth Anerican College. Four years 
later, Spellman is ordained in Rome, He returns to America v/ith 
the degree of a Doctor of Theology and occupies the position of 
pastor at the All Saints parish near Boston, he is in charge of 
the catholic library in the diocese of the local archbishop and 
edits a catholic newspaper called "Pilot". 

1925 finds Spellman in the Vatican. He is the first 
American to be honored with service in the Ministry of Foreign

.At the end-of'every year cardinal Spellman, in his 
capacity as a chaplain of the military forces of the UDA, mares 
trips to all countries and regions where there are American1troops 
or military bases. 

(i/hy does the archbishop of Üew York abandon his parish 
every year and<fesh from Europe to Asia and from the Far East 
to Alaska? .It is not necessary to hypothesize. The militant 
cardinal makes no secret of his trips: "To be able to live -with 
the soldiers in their barracks, to talk with them without having 
to beat about the bush, and, if possible, to intensify the'Army's 
hostility towards the East." The Vatican's progidy, a servant 
of r/all Street and the Pentagon, knows his job well," 

Cardinal Spellman is seeking an outlet for his fierce hate 
of communism and of the socialist camp for many years. He constantly 
calls for a "crusade" against the East. 

In September of l',59, when millions of Americans of good 
will -.ere anxiously awaiting the arrival of a high placed guest 
from the Soviet Union to their country, Spellman attacked the 
USSR with dirty slander, he talked of "the communist menace". 
On the eve of M.S. Khrushchev's arrival to Sew York, he addressed 
the faithful with a request to refrain from exhibiting any friendly 
feelings to\?ards the leader of the Soviet government,  Spellman 
assumed a no 3ess animose position virith respect to S.S. Khrushchev's 
participation in the 15th Session of the Ge ,eral Assembly of the 
Umted Mations.  It wes he who gave his blessing to various gath- 
erings and "demonstrations" against countries .of the socialist 
camp, which '»vere conducted by various kinus of emigrant rabble 
during the work of the session. 

The following fact also indicates the degree of Spellman's 
hate of socialism, and of the idea of peaceful co-existence and 
friendship among the peoples. As soon as the democratic party 
of the USA, on the eve of the last presidential election, hinted 
to the voters that if it is victorious it will then aspire to 
normalize the relationship with the USSR, Spellman hurried to the 
Vatican, .»hat for?  In order to seek support for his plan there, 
in the hoDiet's nest of obscurantism and reaction — to call on 
the catholics of the USA to vote at the elections for protestant 
Hixon instead of Kennedy, who is of the same faith as they, 

in the summer of last year, Spellman appeared in i'test 
Germany, in the Uniform of an American general. He was heading 
for munich, here the regular .worldwide Eucharistie Congress of 
the Roman Catholic Church was gathering at that time. In üunich 
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Spellman vented his hate of communism with great zest. According 
to the ifest German newspaper Sudeutche Zeitung.Spellman was unsur- 
passed in the field of anti-Soviet and 'anU-oo.niaunist statements. 
ihe cardinal got especially carried sway at the solemn service 
in the Munich catheral. Addressing the American officers and en- ■ 
listed men, who were attending the mass* he appealed to -them to 
be prepared to take up arms at any moment, and to resort to 
armed force against the barbarians of the Eastern block"." Even 

the inhabitants of Munich, who have seen sights- in their -day, 
were shocked by such a -frank' call for a campaign against the '■""=■■ 
Soviet Union. It came from the servers of the cult! How.much hate 
must one have, to utter such raving statements] The general-cardinal, 
however, received a flattering evaluation of his inflamatory 
speeches from the vilest German revenge seekers and American ..-warriors. 

... Yesterday this "server of the cult" called for a crusade 
against the USSR,, today he gathers the dark forces for a struggle 
against the Cuban people. , He recently arpealed to his parish to 
contribute money for the maintenance of. a so called ''international 
anti-communist brigade". This "brigade", which consists of - 
adventure seekersi and dregs of society, is confronting itself 

■with the task of invading Cuba and to overthrow the government '■■■ 
of Fidel Castro. Frank Fiori, the commander of the brigade and 
a farmer .American military service nan, barely mentioned the insane 
plans to restore a regime in Cuba that is hateful to the people, 
and Spellman became involved right away. Contribute to the 
brigandage! Pray for warj -- calls Spellman.
