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. The daily volume of local broadcasting on the T-year and the
perspective 15+year plans will grow steadily. At the end of the year .
1965, the average daily volume of broadcasts in the Russian Federation
alono:will reach 76l hours, and in the other republics, 503 hours. In
meny of the republics, oblast's and krajs the broadcasts will be or- -
ganized irto second and third progrems. In the present year special pro-
grane are being introduced on ultra-short wave. All this will make it
poesible to more fully satisfy the spirltual needs of the multlnational
population of the Soviet Union.

Local broadcasting must in an especial]y active manney intrude
upon life and must actively help the Party organs in the solution of
political and économic problems and in the mobilization of the workers
for the- executlon of the T-year plan of the bulldup of communism.

An example of the Ryazen radic points out that 1f Pbroadcasting
is conducted with a clearness of purpose and if it is closely connected
with the life of the people, then its efficiency will grow ‘significantly
and it will be capable of actively assisting in the successful solutlon
of economic and political problems.

Unfortunately, still not everywhere do local Party and Soviet
organizations utilize in full measure radio and telev1s1on in ideologi-
cal and educational work.

As it is well known, in the December (1959) Plenum of the TsK
KPSS, the leaders of the Party and Soviet organizations of the Kazakh
SER were subjected to sharp criticiem for thelr great migtakes in the
harvesting campaign. At the end of 3 weeks, material was received
from Kazakhstan for radio central, in which practically nothing was
said about what was being done in the republic for the elimination of
the mistakes and for the applied execution of the orders of the Plenum
of the TeK. The author of the broadcast in a kindly tone of voice re-
vorted that "the people of Kazakhstan know how to appreciate machines
cnd use them to their fullest capacity ... here in the fields mo ;
longer remains a single ear". As it turned out, this cheerful ttne
fer from conformed with the actual condition of things in the republic.
Worse than that, many of the broadcasts gave incorrect information on
the progress of the gatheéring of the harvest and of the use of the
machines, and lulled-the agricultural workers with an imaginary sense of
well-being. -Great defects:zwere revealed through checking the broadcast
in the Kirghiz SSR. Radio broadcasting there is still being conducted
on a lower ideological and political level. It sutfices to point out
thet, from Jenuary through November 1959, out of 25 broadcasts in the -
Russian language which were devoted to the propagation of the decrees of
the 21st Congress, only 2 wore based on materials from the life of the
republic

: A state-controlled ccmmlttee for radio and television should
strengthen the leadership of local broadcasting, drastically raise
its 1deological and political level, and complelely overcome the iso- -
lation of local broadcasting from'life and from the practical problems
of the bulldup of culture and economy.
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. A radical improvement of all forms of our broadcasting is im-
possible without the instillation of the very newest techniczl achleve-
ments in radio and television.. Radio broadcasting for the popula+ion '
of the USSR still remains, in essence, .with one program, and the radio
ligteners are not able to choose programs which interest them. Even
the first progrem of central. broadcasting is peorly received in the
igolated regions of the North, Siberia and the Far East, and the zonee
of operation of the ‘second and third programs are limi'bed

- We ceannot permit such a situation of the ever lmportant work for
the improvemen‘b of political and economic radio and teleyislion broad-
casting going for naugh’b because of imperfect ‘technical equipment. It
is neceseary to develop and perfect all the newest technical means of
radio and television. Within the next year will be carried oubt the ‘
construction of new and powerful medium-frequency, short wave-and
ultra-short wave radio broadcasting statlons, and also ‘c.he erection
of more than 60 radio broadcasting stations., =

TIn the fleld of ‘belevision, in the 7 years ‘18 planned ‘the con-v
struction and reconstruction of approxima‘bely 100 “television centers

The form for the e LU
casts "Talks on Communism" has not yet been found. These talks,
as a rule, ae not fortified visually with anything and the‘material
is presented ina dry manner. ' o

Television reporting on the life of the isolated republics,
krajs, oblast's, cities, rajons, businesses, kolkhozes .and sov-
khozes 1s very rarely and, as a rule, unskillfully conducted.

. There are very few of our programs which contain answers
to the questions and letters of. the workers. 'There 1s very seldom
participation of the leaders of local organizations and institutions
on such burning subJecte as housing, planning and orgenization of = .
public services, lrade, medicine, etc. Very little consideration is o
given to the education of the conmunist relation towards-work; tcwards
the culture of conduct in 1life, and ‘towards the maintenance of the ‘
norms of socialist society.

halls and movie theatres. ' But can we really permit- “the situation of
not making use of the great advantages which television glves for the
dissemination of the achlévements of science,’ culture, ‘and .art, in the
presence of the 'great thirst for litersture and art? Besides tnis,'a
televigion program, as experience shows, is in no way 1njurious to the
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success of a.good spectacular, or moving picture, or an interest- '
ing concert program,. but on the other hand 1t arouses. towards them
an even greater interest and a desire to see them in the theatre and
on the stage. .

In artietic television programs, proper consideration is not :
given to a contemporany theme. During 1959, out of 15 television
rusical spectaculars, only 7 were devoted to Soviet composers, and
only 5 of Lhem -on a contemporary subject.

programe the very abundant supply of artistic and documentary. films
contaln which are in the custody of the State Film Archives! The a
_ ieaiership of the State Film Archives handles the allotment of the
films %o the television studios. The workers of this organization,
appareatly, are forgetting thelr chief task - the propagation of the '
sea~th of cinematographic art, which belongs to the nation, -

The showing of artistic films occupies a large part in the
broadcasts of the Central television studio, But the existi ng ordey
of the film industry catalog hinders the allotment of new Soviet
artistic films for television, as a result, far from the best
foreign and native films are often shown. The Party Central Com-
mittee provided in its decision a new order for the television -
showing of artistic, documentany and topical films, and of
spectaculars and concert programs, a move which cen really expand
and improve television programs. ;

Television 1s becoming a tremendous force of political and
ercistic influence upon the masses and a most important means -of
Lhe esthetic education of the nation, The programs of the Central
televisién studio at the present time are being received in 12
oblast's in addition to Moscow and Moscow oblast'.” Soon the
Moscow programs will be able to be heard and seen in almost all
of the Soviet Union. -If one considers that programs for many
studlios and television centers are being prepared in Moscow,
then it can be said that already these programs. have spread into

ihe entire Soviet Union.
"The msin reason for the defects in radio broadcasting and

television is the umsatisfactory selection,ﬁtraining and education. -
of personnel. People not infrequently are drawn to radio and tele- -
vislon who have not proved themselves in other areas of ideorogical
work. No wonder scme workers of radlo and television kmow 1little:
ebout life., Just how can they know 1life if they are not in busi--
nesses and kolkhozes, are not in close contact with the listemers
and viewsrs, and don't learn their spiritual interests? There are ruch.
workers, who carelessly regard the suggestions and letters of the
workers, who have lost the feeling of the new, who are lmpeding the
attraction into radio and television of the young, creative forces,
and who do not reise their ideological level and’ professional gkill.

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. ... But the training of these special personnel for radio and tele-
vision'is being provided quite unsatisfactorily. .The MGU - (Moskovskl )
" gosudarstvenny ) universitet - Moscow ‘State University), VCIK (Vyashi].

With such a critical shortege ol directors and oerstors in
television, our movie studlios and theatres should be able to render
viich assistance., It is well knowm that in movie studlios and thestres
there are many qualified people who have nothing, or almost nothing
to do. For wyaurls, in the Moscow Film Industiy there are more than
100 directors end operators, but the studio releases oaly 37-4O
vlctucres a year., Just imegine how many up-to-date, Interssting and
nationally desirous productions the creative workers of the movies
and theatres could make on television!. In our country the creative
labor of all the workers of the ldeological fromt is valued highly.
"The Communist Party", 1t was sald in a welcoming speech of the
TsK KPSS to the Firss All-Unicn Congress of Soviet Journalists,
"7alues highly the precious lahor of ths Soviet Journalists - the
