[Excerpts] . "There should not be any more such unfortunate enterprises as the
Kia Automobile Company and the Tong-a Motor Vehicle Company in this country."
This was said by one executive of the Kia side, who chaired an extraordinary

~ general meeting of shareholders held at the life building on Yoido islet on

31 May, which was adjourned for lack of a quorum. This expression is familiar
because the late President Pak Chong-hui said similar things at a ceremony

for his dlscharge from active military service. “However, the remarks by the
Kia executive were very impressive, because his remarks seemed to epitomize
‘the difficult situation surrounding some enterprises.

Since the beginning of the announcement of the auto company merger plan,
.chances for its success were thin. Even though they were in financial
‘trouble, it was a little too much to expect that two giant business firms
run by different managements could be simply merged at one stroke on the
orders of authorities; There was, however, an unreputably good intention in
the merger plan. ‘

The question is-who will take the responsibility for the money and time, which
dragged for nearly 1 1/2 years yasted on the futile efforts, whose success was
"not expected from the" beginning. Who can possibly deny that the loss inflicted
on the national economy by this futile effort will be offset by taxes levied
from the people7

Ultlmately, we have to relearn the lesson that "the end cannot justify the
means.” This time, however, the lesson was too costly.

- What is more, sirnce the result is quite different from what had been expected,
the concerned officials of the Ministry of Commerce and other offices are
surprising us by explaining the situation d1fferently from what they had

said at the beginning.



Whether they were willing or not, the two companies had agreed to merge.
The Ministry of Commerce said that the merger plan had been pushed ahead
on the basis of the two companies' agreement and for the benefit of the
government's plan to nationalize the auto' industry. . That is what the
people believed.

Now the Ministry of Commerce says that it is rescinding the merger plan
because: the two concerned companies were not willing at the outset; and
there appears to be no substantial benefit for the pursuit of the plan,
because the two companies' interests are conflicting., Who is right? We
are at a loss.

If the repeal of the merger plan were due as much to the so-called business
morality that they swallow up what is sweet and spit out what tastes bitter
as to the bureaucratic way of thinking that they can achieve any goal

if they apply the arm-twisting method, either should naturally be denounced.

Belatedly, though, the govermment has realized that the merger plan is
problematic and has revoked it. We accept this as a courageous act. The
repeal of the merger plan is a good example of the extent of what the
government-guided projects can achieve and what civilian-initiated projects
can. It is tantamount to a lesson that has taught the govermnment what it
should intervene in and what it should not try to intervene in. Once again
we must consider how important the consistency of policy is. The bureaucrats
in the government offices should take enough time to review short—term
policies before enacting them.

CONCLUDING STATEMENT OF PUSAN DEFENSE

[Summary of the final statement for the defense of the Pusan arsonists by
defense council ‘Yi Ton-myong at the 2 August trial]

[Text] This case is called arson at. the American cultural center in Pusan.

According to the prosecution's charges, charges brought against the defendants
on arson constitutes less than 10 percent of the whole charges. The rest says
that the defendants viewed today's wide gap between the rich and the poor )
‘and social unreasonablenesses as stemming from contradictions in the capitalist
system, and that the defendants believe only way to break away from these’
contradictions is to turn to a socialist system.

According to what was stated by the defendants, they did not set fire to the
American cultural center to establish leftist thoughts or to overthrow the
_ government and establish a socialist system.

What they maintained was that today's wide gap between the rich and the poor

‘as well as social unreasonablenesses stem from undemocratic political rulings.
This being the case, they maintained, the way to correct such unreasonablenesses
is to overthrow the present regime and establish a genuine democratic government .

The only issue at this trial is to define whether the. defendants' thoughts and
actions were for the establishment of a socialist system or for the establishment
of democracy, and whether their motive in setting fire to the American cultural
center was to warn the United States to cease supporting the present regime or

to disrupt the diplomatic rélations between Korea and the United States.

If the defendants' thoughts and actions were as they claimed, we view it is
the key factor of this trial to define whether "their thoughts and actions
were-right or not.

Most of the defendants standing trial charged with having conducted group studies
‘of subversive teachings to students, are Catholics, and the rest are on special
terms with the Catholics. It is well known--proven by history and all the
people living in today's world--that Catholicism and communism are antagonistic




to each other. For this reason, these defendants cannot be procommunist.
Nevertheless, the prosecution charges that their group studies for subversive
teachings were for the establishment of communist society and it maintains
‘the truth of its assertions.

.The prosecution's charges that the defendants' motive for setting fire to the
American cultural center and their group studies for subversive teachings
was procommunist are based on the leaflets disseminated at the time of the
arson which said that the present government was ready for a northward

- invasion and that the defendants were opposed to hosting the Seoul Olympics
in 1988.

It is, however, unreasonable to charge them as procommunist simply because
their slogans were the same ‘as those of North Korea.

We want the court to judge whether the motivation of their acts, as argued by
the defendants, including Mun Pu-sik, were right or not.

‘As for the case of four 'defendants from Wonju, including Father Choe Ki-sik-—-
this is an example of persons who committed morally justified and respectful
acts being brought to the court.

If conscientious and morally justified acts are punished, there is no room for
conscience and morality in this country.

So, this case should be understood as being a phenomenon generated by the
aspirations and sufferings of all the people living in this generation, as
testified by Father Ham Se-ung. We earnestly plead with the court to make
a good judgment on this point.

In concluding our defense statement we hold that--except for those six
* defendants who pleaded guilty of arson--all the defendants should be found not
" guilty of all charges. As for the defendants who pleaded guilty of arson,
‘punishment' for them, we hope, will be tempered with love in view of the fact
that they were motivated by the sufferings ‘and aspirations of all the people.

In his letter of protest, Hwang Myong-su, chairman of independent lawmakers'
fraternity group, said:  If the Japanese annexation of Korea was not "an
aggression' but "an advance," were both Hideyoshi's invasion of Korea in
1592 and Japan's attack on Pearl Harbor advances such a logic is blasphemy
of history.

DJP chairman Yi Chae-hyong, now on a tour ‘in Cheju Island on official business,
attacked Japan by saying at a party's youth members’' meeting: 37 years ago,
the Japanese fled barefoot. They have become one of world powers on the ruins

of World War II. Now, again, they have begun exposing their inner thought
of disdain towards Koreans.

legal system, the loan amount can be settled technically by diplomatic
negotiation between'the two countries. However, if Japan meant to say that
it does not agree ‘on the total amount and if, as hinted by Ambassador Maeda,
the Japanese Govermment. 'only ¥aguely puts the amount total, this same method
will be repeatedly abused in the future as Japan's ploy. The government's
attitude toward this will be keenly watched.

COMMENTS ON JAPAN'S DEFENSE BUILDUP PLAN
. SK311002 Seoul TONG-A ILBO in Korean 27 Jul 82 p 2
[Editorial: '"Japan's New Defense Buildup Plan"]

[Excerpts] At its defense council meeting held on 23 July, the Japanese
Government. finalized a new 5-year defense plan (1983-1987), which had been
worked out by the defense agency. This defense plan is considered very
significant because it provides a basis for medium and long-term Japanese
security and defense programs.

Under -this plan; Japan will spend some $64 billion on defense over a 5-year
period starting in 1983. Of the total, some $18 billion will be spent for
the purchase of major military equipment alone..

This plan includes: 1) reorganization of divisions and an increase in tanks
in an effort to strengthen the combat capabilities of the ground self-defense
forces, 2) introduction of F-15 fighters from the United States, 3) reinforce-
ment of the combat capabilities of the maritime defense forces by building
more escort ships and submarines capable of carrying missiles, and

4) introduction of new air defense missiles for the ground and aitr sélf-

“ defense forces.

The foundation for Japan's security has two major sources of support-—the
U.S.-Japan security pact and Japan's own self-defense power. Therefore,

in order to substantially strengthen the U.S.-Japan security system and the
ROK-U.S. security system--which is influenced by the former directly and
indirectly, Japan should share the defense burden in proportion to its
economic power. In this regard, Japan's new defense plan arouses our
‘interest.

Particularly, in time of emergency on the Korean peninsula, Japan is expected
to play the role of the rear area support base for the United States in helping
to defend South Korea. Therefore, we expect that this new Japanese plan will
effectively contribute to strengthening both the U.S.-Japan security &ystem
-and the ROK-U.S. security system,




This year, the need for strengthening Japan's self-defense power is inevitably
bound to grow, particularly in view of the Soviet military buildup in east
Asia, including the strengthening of its Pacific fleet and the deployment

of backfire fighter-bombers, and the movement of the U.S. 7th Fleet to the
Middle East.

We are compelled, however, to be slightly concerned over the recent moves
in the Japanese ruling party and the ultra-rightist forces in the party

" to rewrite the peace constitution and the emergence of a new conservative,
ultranationalist dideology as seen in the fecent distortion of historical

facts in Japanese textbooks.

As a neighbor in the free world, we look at Japan's new defense plan

affirmatively. Even so, we hope that this new defense plan does not help

‘strengthen the influence of career military officers and thus adversely

affect the post-war civilian ruling systém of Japan. We also hope that it
does not cause Japan to repeat the mistake of becoming a military power.
