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PYONGYANG REPORTS TOKYO FORUM FOR U.S. TROOP PULLOUT 

Pyongyang Domestic Service in Korean 0005 GMT 29 Dec 76 SK 

[Excerpts] A special forum calling for the withdrawal of the U.S. troops 
from South Korea and protesting against the Pak regime's repression of 
human rights was held in Tokyo on 25 December.  The forum was held under 
the auspices of 16 leading figures, the heads of Japanese organizations 
which support the independent and peaceful reunification of Korea and the 
South Korean people's struggle for democracy and against fascism; the 
secretary of the Japanese Committee for Supporting the Independent and 
Peaceful Reunification of Korea, Akira Iwai; the representative of the 
Association for Supporting the Reunification of the Korean People, 
(Chideo Ten); the member of the House of Councillors from the Socialist 
Party [no name given as heard]; the representative member of the National 
Conference for Normalization of Relations Between Japan and North Korea, 
(Kanami Hayasi); the director of the Japan and North Korea Cultural 
Exchange Association, (Takio Takachi); the representative of the Japan 
and South Korea [word indistinct], (Sising Amo); the representative of 
the Christians' Special Conference on South Korean Affairs, Masaki 
Nakasima; the representative of the Commission to Free Korean Political 
Prisoners in Japan, (Sideki Iwajaki); the chairman of the General Council 
of Japanese Labor Unions, Motohumi Makida; member of the House of Council- 
lors, (Husaae Ichikawa); lawyer (Susumo Ojaki); writer (Makodo Oda); 
scholar (Malaichi Chido); and commentator (Ulai Hujisima). 

At the forum, a statement was adopted, which is as follows:  We demand that 
the Carter regime immediately pull all U.S. forces out of South Korea with- 
out condition.  In spite of the fact that today in the northern half of the 
Korean peninsula neither foreign troops nor foreign military bases exist, 
in the southern half of the peninsula there are more than 40,000 U.S. 
troops stationed and the U.S. President has the power to command them. 

As indicated by the Charter of the United Nations and (?UN Commission on 
Human Rights), the U.S. forces* occupation of South Korea is a definite 
violation of the principle of self-determination of peoples and is subject 
to severe denunciation throughout the world. 



We make strenuous protest against the Japanese Government for carrying out 
a despicable international plot objecting to the withdrawal of U.S. forces 
from South Korea and wooing some nations. The attitude of the Japanese 
Government constitutes not only an unreasonable interference in the rights 
of self-determination of the Korean people, but also offers an excuse to 
the Carter regime to protract the withdrawal of the U.S. forces from South 
Korea. 

We strongly protest over the U.S. troops in Okinawa equipped with nuclear 
weapons that are over and over again on the Korean peninsula practicing 
attack drills against North Korea, employing nuclear warheads. We demand 
an immediate removal of nuclear weapons from Okinawa and a stop to these 
drills. 

We also strongly demand that the nuclear weapons of the U.S. troops intro- 
duced into South Korea in violation of the Korean armistice agreement be 
removed immediately. And we strongly oppose introduction of any nuclear 
weapons, including those in South Korea, into Japan. 

We strongly oppose the modification of the Japanese defense plan concocted 
under the pretext of readiness for reduction of U.S. troops in South Korea, 
and oppose the consultations between the governments of Japan and the 
United States which are pursuing their joint efforts concerning Korea at 
the United Nations. We warn that such policy will, in consonance with U.S. 
strategy, increase the danger of militarization of Japan. 

We demand immediate discontinuance of support to South Korea by the two 
governments.  The outrageous fascist system of the Pak clique is main- 
tained through the support of the Japanese and U.S. governments.  In 
particular, we strongly oppose the investment in the war industry of 
South Korea that has lately been backed by the Japanese Government and 
groups of Japanese companies. 

We also firmly oppose the Diet's ratification of the Japanese and South 
Korean agreement for joint exploitation of the continental shelf. 

We demand that the Japanese Government and the investigatory authorities 
pursue to the end the crime of the Pak clique and the South Korean Central 
Intelligence Agency that instigated the Kim Tae-chung case and that the 
unconditional and speedy return of Kim Tae-chung to Japan be realized. 

We further sternly demand that the Japanese Government and the investiga- 
tory authorities resolutely uncover the corruption of the Japanese polit- 
ical figures and the bribery of the Pak regime in connection with the 
question of withdrawal of U.S. forces from South Korea, the question of 
ratification of the agreement between Japan and South Korea for joint 
exploitation of the continental shelf and the question of the cover-up of 
the Kim Tae-chung case and develop [words indistinct] into a Japan-South 
Korea investigation committee. 



We protest against the activities of the South Korean Central Intelligence 
Agency under the regimes of Sato, Tanaka and Miki and we strongly demand 
the expulsion of South Korean CIA agents from Japan. 

We sternly demand that the Pak regime immediately halt the murderous ver- 
dicts against Kim Tae-chung, Kim Chi-ha and other democratic figures; 
cancel the death penalty, life sentences and other improper verdicts 
inflicted on many, including the Korean students from Japan; release all 
political prisoners and implement a policy that guarantees democratic 
rights as stipulated in the universal declaration of human rights and by 
the UN Commission on Human Rights. 

We sternly demand that the Carter regime and the Japanese Government 
relinquish the policy of perpetuation of two Koreas.  This policy consti- 
tutes a mainspring of improper actions by Japan, the United States and 
South Korea.  We demand that the Carter regime and the Japanese Govern- 
ment swiftly shift policy in accordance with the resolution of the 30th 
UN General Assembly urging conclusion of a peace agreement between the 
DPRK and United States and supporting the independent and peaceful 
reunification of Korea.

One day in the spring of 1936, while in Maansan, Musonghyon, the respected 
and beloved great leader summoned Comrade Kim Chong-suk and another guer- 
rilla member to appear before him and taught as follows:

Comrade Kim Chong-suk did her best learning, embracing the teachings of 
the great leader, who clarified the purpose of learning.

Chong-suk used to reiterate.

Comrade Kim Chong-suk would sit up by the lamp reading books when all 
other comrades were asleep.  She would study through the night, using ink 
she made from pine resin soot to write words she was studying. 

The following episode occurred in 1940:  in line with a new strategic line 
presented by the great leader at the Sohalbaryong meeting, a shift to 
small-unit action was being made, and military and political training was 
in progress in preparation for a big revolutionary event. 

The indomitable communist revolutionary fighter, Comrade Kim Chong-suk, 
kept reading books over and over again, sitting up by the lamp in the 
middle of night, telling herself she could not waste a single minute, re- 
membering the fact that she had been given the time and condition needed 
to study by special consideration of the comrade Commander. 

Through her devotion to learning, according to Comrade Kim Chong-suk, she 
became more and more aware of the things around her as her learning 
progressed.  She dedicated all her effort to learning, even forgetting 
meals at times. 

The indomitable communist revolutionary fighter, Comrade Kim Chong-suk, 
studied, theoretically and in substance, deep into the great leader's 
revolutionary ideology, making it into her own bones and flesh. 

Comrade Kim Chong-suk would explore every sentence of a thesis, and 
study deep into the subject until the pith of the matter was brought to 
light. 

So, when there was any shadow of doubt about any subject matter, she 
would go around asking questions.  If it did not solve her problem, she 
would make direct inquiries with the comrade Commander.  She would not 
put her mind to rest until she had been properly taught on the subject. 
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Comrade Kim Chong-suk applied her ability to grasp the essence of a thesis 
to learning, while closely tying it to the task and materialization of 
the Korean revolution.  She made unending effort to practice her learning. 

Therefore, whenever there was a study-and-discuss meeting, she was always 
the first to get up and speak.  She would relate her studies to actual 
life and rationally analyze them to reach at a right conclusion. 

So, Comrade Kim Chong-suk would think only like the great leader and act 
on his wishes.  She determinedly defended the great leader's revolutionary 
ideology. 

In the winter of 1938, at the Chongbong clandestine camp when a counter- 
revolutionary factionalist named Om argued, in distorted logic, that be- 
cause the revolution was entering a period of slump, it would be disadvan- 
tageous to squarely meet and fight the enemy; it would be more appropriate 
to hide in deep mountains. 

But Comrade Kim Chong-suk retorted that revolution could be won only through 
continued struggle and unending advance.  This is also the revolutionary 
conviction of the great leader, she pointed out.  She justified, her conten- 
tion, without going into any detail, by citing the example of the movement 
of the main force of the Korean People's Revolutionary Army into the Paektu 
Mountain area and the motivating force behind the comrade Commander's wise 
decision and its propriety.

Whenever there was a crowd, she would try to explain, in simple terms, 
a variety of military and political subjects such as domestic and interna- 
tional developments, the Namp'aeja meeting, the Sohalbaryong meeting, and 
the significance of the military and political activities of the main 
force of the Korean People's Revolutionary Army. 
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Comrade Kim Chong-suk's learning attitude and her revolutionary learning 
spirit were indeed befitting her goals of making the revolutionary ideology 
of the great leader her own conviction and the only guideline, and of devel- 
oping her political appreciation and insight as an unfaltering loyal revo- 
lutionary fighter who is devoted to the great leader. 

All members of the Socialist Working Youth League and other youths should 
reflect the revolutionary learning spirit as shown by the indomitable com-

[Text] (Pyongyang, 18 Nov, Korean Central News Agency)  The 10th plenary 
session of the Central Committee of the Agricultural Workers Union (AWU) 
was held in Pyongyang on the 16th and 17th to discuss measures for thor- 
oughly implementing the instructions given by the great leader, Comrade 
Kim Il-song, at the 12th plenum of the Fifth Central Committee of the 
Korean Workers Party. 

Participating in the plenary session were Kim I-hun, chairman of the AWU 
Central Committee, members and candidate members of the AWU Central Com- 
mittee, and union functionaries from provinces (directly administered- 
cities), cities (districts), counties, and factories and enterprises. 

The instructions given by the great leader, Comrade Kim Il-song, at the 
12th plenum of the Fifth Central Committee of the Korean Workers Party 
were conveyed to the plenary session. 

There was a report by Chairman Kim I-hun of the AWU Central Committee, 
followed by discussions among numerous union functionaries. 

The plenary session focused on the great programmatic instructions given 
by the great leader, Comrade Kim Il-song, at the 12th plenum of the 5th 
Central Committee in which he stressed the need to further develop agri- 
cultural production, using as a foundation the glorious achievements and 
experience gained from the current year's agricultural work, and to at- 
tain overall socialist construction ahead of the timetable, and bringing 
about a turning point for nature-rebuilding projects.  It stressed that 
the great leader's instructions were a brilliant blueprint illuminating 
the future path for our farming communities, now on the threshold of a 
new development phase, and a great program which will lift our agricul- 
ture to even more solid ground and make it possible for agricultural pro- 
duction to continue its rapid growth and that they serve as a guiding 
principle to which our party and people must firmly adhere. 
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The plenary session emphasized that because all the party, all the people 
and the entire country rushed forward as one and vigorously carried out the 
agricultural production struggle this year under the wise leadership of 
the great leader, they successfully overcame the unprecedentedly unfavor- 
able climatic conditions and occupied the 8-million-ton-plus food grain 
height, thereby bringing in the greatest harvest since the founding of the 
republic.  And it pointed out that the reason they were able to achieve 
this kind of bumper harvest, never before seen in history, was entirely 
because the great leader had early on set forth the agrarian theses and 
led the agricultural construction work with foresight and particularly be- 
cause he had planned the irrigation system which is now completed. 

Noting that the great leader had presented, at the October plenum of the 
Party Central Committee, a 5-point guideline for nature rebuilding and a 
guideline for next year's farming work and that he had set forth specific 
tasks directed towards thoroughly implementing these and thereby occupying 
ahead of schedule the 10-million-ton food grain height, the plenary meet- 
ing unanimously stressed the justness and originality of the fatherly 
leader's nature-remaking guidelines. 

The plenary meeting stressed that the 5-point guideline for nature rebuild- 
ing presented by the great leader reflected most correctly the realistic 
demand for and the feasibility of further agricultural development and is 
a most revolutionary and scientific plan which will enable uninterrupted 
and rapid growth on a more stable and solid ground, thus permitting the 
early occupation of the 10-million-ton food grain height, and is also an 
important political task which will liberate the farmers from the restraints 
of nature, enabling them to plan a more independent and creative life style. 

The plenary meeting emphasized that the 5-point guidelines for nature re- 
making set forth by the great leader is yet another shining example of the 
revolutionary leadership art of the great leader, who discerns, with the 
gift of genius, the demands of revolutionary development and mature prob- 
lems arising from daily life, and sets forth positive struggle plans and 
the most correct measures, unceasingly leading the entire party and all 
the people to new victories.  And the plenary meeting further instituted 
measures to implement thoroughly the 5-point guideline for nature rebuild- 
ing which is endlessly stirring the hearts of our people and vigorously 
encouraging all the members of the Agricultural Workers Union to new, 
heroic feats. 

The plenary meeting held that the most important thing in implementing the 
5-point guideline for nature remaking set forth by the great leader is to 
vigorously organize and mobilize Agricultural Workers Union members in 
dry-field irrigation facility construction, the fundamental part of which 
is dry-field irrigation in mountainous regions and serious attention was 
devoted to the matter. 

The respected and beloved leader, Comrade Kim Il-song, taught as follows: 
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"We must consolidate the successes already achieved in irrigation, and 
finish those portions of dry field irrigation not yet completed." 

Stating that the great leader has presented us with the militant task of 
constructing new dry field irrigation projects in mountainous and inter- 
mediate zones, totaling 400,000 chongbo [1 chongbo =2.45 acres] over 
the next few years, the plenary meeting urged members of the Agricultural 
Workers Union to move up their schedule for the completion of field irriga- 
tion projects already underway, and to struggle vigorously for effective 
use of the equipment and facilities of completed field irrigation systems. 

To do so, the plenary meeting further suggested that idle waste materials 
be collected throughout the country to back up the production of water 
pumps, and that every farm have one model field irrigation unit, using 
water pumps, before the onset of the next planting season, and make the 
same universally available to every work team. 

In order to push ahead forcefully with the field irrigation projects, it 
is necessary to secure, to the extent possible, sources of water while 
launching a movement to conserve water.  Strenuous efforts will be made 
to move up the schedule for the completion of numerous water reservoirs 
now under construction throughout the country including the Chaeryong 
River Reservoir Project.  Loss of water must be prevented by clearing up 
waterways so water will flow freely and by the clay-compacting method be- 
fore the beginning of the farming season; the paddy-field waterway system 
and the fresh water supply method must be introduced; leaking paddies must 
be plugged by covering with soil, thus lowering the consumption of water; 
and irrigation facilities must be repaired so not a drop of water may be 
lost, the plenary meeting emphasized. 

The great leader, the plenary meeting pointed out, clearly showed the 
principle and ways of constructing terraced fields; turning steep-sloped 
fields into terraced fields, and making it possible for them to draw 
water, and installing mechanized transport system by use of cable cars. 
It placed emphasis on the fact that the great leader had personally pre- 
pared patterns for terraced field construction.  It fully supported the 
great leader's instructions to build between 150,000 and 200,000 chongbo 
of terraced fields within the next few years, but its target before the 
next spring is to vigorously mobilize members of the Agricultural Workers 
Union to construct 5,000 chongbo of terraced fields. 

The plenary meeting pointed out that the great leader had taught that re- 
adjusting and actively improving cultivated land on a large scale and 
obtaining more new land is an important task which will provide the con- 
ditions for achieving overall mechanization and chemicalization of the 
agricultural economy and for increasing cultivated area and making poor 
land into good land, thereby raising grain yields.  It emphasized that 
every member of the Agricultural Workers Union, with loyalty to the 
fatherly leader and the glorious Party Center, will carry out as a mass 
movement the work of land readjustment and improvement and finding new 
land. 
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All levels of the Agricultural Workers Union will take firm charge of the 
campaign to love the land and will launch the "Loyalty Competition To Find 
100,000 Chongbo of New Land" among AWU members and agricultural workers, 
eliminating footpaths and ridges around dry and wet fields, rearranging 
spaces around railroad tracks and highways and waterways, filling holes 
and puddles, removing houses sitting in the middle of dry or wet fields 
and relocating them at the foot of hills, so that within 1 or 2 years every 
cooperative farm will secure 5 chongbo of new land, every city or county 
will turn up upwards of 200 chongbo, and on a society-wide basis, some 
320,000 stone walls will be removed, thereby securing 3,500 chongbo of new 
lands and yielding more food grains, the plenary meeting indicated. 

The organizations of the Agricultural Workers Union will mount a struggle, 
in conjunction with the Ch'ollima Work Team Movement and the "Model Tractor 
Title" Movement, to increase the tractor operating rate to 85 percent or 
more and by so doing we will find a reserve of many additional tractors 
throughout the country, thus enabling us to readjust several tens of thou- 
sands of chongbo of land each year even while satisfactorily carrying out 
farm work, the plenary meeting noted. 

The plenary meeting asserted that together with the land readjustment 
projects, a vigorous mass campaign with emphasis on land improvement and 
preservation is also necessary.  It stressed the need to mobilize all 
members of the Agricultural Workers Union to be engaged in improving cold- 
and-wet lands and in soil transfer and covering work. 

The great leader, in his earlier days, planted willow trees and built a 
bank to protect the land around them, and he warmly demonstrated it so 
the Agricultural Workers Union would follow in his footsteps with responsi- 
bility and vigor, it asserted. An ideological indoctrination campaign will 
be instituted among members of the Agricultural Workers Union in order to 
complete planting of willow trees around the sides of fields and river 
banks, some 3,000 kilometers of which still remain unplanted.  This will 
prevent paddies and fields from being washed away. 

The plenary meeting also stressed the need of formulating plans for mobili- 
zation of members of the Agricultural Workers Union for flood control and 
water conservancy projects, including an annual goal of dredging 3,000 km 
or more of river bottoms, over 2,7Q0 km of embanking projects, over 100 km 
of repair work for sea dikes, and the riverine projects, totaling over 
1,000 in number, using the one-by-one target-elimination method, thus 
positively protect the lands and crops from torrential rains. 

At the same time, members of the Agricultural Workers Union responsible 
for irrigation will see to it that drainage systems are repaired on time, 
and ravaging damages from torrential rains will be prevented through re- 
moval of water from puddles and pools.  The members of the Agricultural 
Workers Union living in areas bordering reclaimed land will give support 
to reclamation projects, using every available means.  They will exert

their effort to convert several thousand chongbo of reclaimed lands into 
farmlands within 2 or 3 years, it indicated. 

The nature rebuilding plan presented by the great leader will make the 
country rich and strong, and this is a task to be undertaken by the entire 
party, the whole nation and all of the people, the plenary meeting asserted. 
In the farm economy sector, factories, enterprises and organized members 
of the Agricultural Workers Union highly regard and support the 5-point 
guideline of the nature rebuilding plan, and they are exerting a great ef- 
fort to achieve the goal by positively mobilizing members of the Agricul- 
tural Workers Union, it asserted. 

The plenary meeting paid a special attention to the wide-ranging afforesta- 
tion project as part of the battle to achieve the goal of rebuilding nature 
as conceived by the great leader. 

Tree planting on a large scale is vitally significant and closely related 
to nation's economic development and a higher living standard. This is a 
great permanent plan, the plenary meeting asserted, demanding the spirit 
of absoluteness and unconditional conviction on the part of all levels of 
the organization of the Agricultural Workers Union who take part in the 
large-scale tree planting movement, planting trees for oils, for economic 
purposes as well as for firewood. 

Members of the Agricultural Workers Union are urged to acquire enough seed- 
lings that which are suitable for the locality and, within 1 or 2 years, 
every household will have two trees, and every cooperative farm work team 
will be responsible for planting upwards of 200 walnut or wild walnut trees. 
The organization of the Kangwon Provincial Agricultural Workers Union will, 
in accordance with the great leader's teachings, plant persimmon trees in 
2,000 chongbo of fields, and in those localities as South Hwanghae Prov- 
ince where persimmon trees prosper, every household is urged to plant at 
least two persimmon trees, the plenary meeting insisted. 

The great leader's nature rebuilding plan will be carried out faithfully 
while the coming year's farming guideline presented by the fatherly leader 
will be pursued with brilliance through forceful mobilization of members 
of the Agricultural Workers Union, aiming at a greater achievement toward 
increased production of food grains, the plenary meeting asserted. 

The great leader presented before the October plenary meeting of the Party 
Central Committee a militant task for increasing food grain production 
and effecting changes throughout every sector of agricultural production, 
based on the achievements and experience of this year's bumper crop, and 
following more closely the chuche farming method.  The plenary meeting 
urged all levels of the organization of the Agricultural Workers Union to 
press solidly forward an organizational political program in order to 
achieve a more thorough fulfillment of the chuche farming method, and 
drive even closer to the food grain height.

The beloved great leader, Comrade Kim Il-song, taught as follows: 

"Cooperative farms must find out, correctly and definitely, the natural 
characteristics as well as the nature of the soil in the locality, and to 
ascertain, one-by-one, what kind of field is suitable for what kind of 
crop or what kind of planting method should be used before applying a 
scientific method of farming. 

The creative guideline, which the great leader highlighted for a scien- 
tific and technological way of farming, was the chuche-type farming guide- 
line which would withstand any adverse natural weather conditions, and 
always assuring a high and safe harvest.  It is a revolutionary guideline 
which will soon advance the conventional way of farming and put it on a 
scientific foundation, it asserted.  It urged the organization of the 
Agricultural Workers Union to avail itself of union members, making sure 
that they are armed with the chuche farming method, and are in possession 
of chuche-type scientific agricultural technology while striving constantly 
to achieve these goals with patience. 

In order to assure an effective performance of the militant task conferred 
by the great leader on the October plenum of the Party Central Committee, 
members of the Agricultural Workers Union will be mobilized in full force 
to back up the battle to be engaged in assuring an early completion of the 
current year's bumper crop farming and readiness in preparation for farm- 
ing in the new year. 

The plenary meeting stressed the need for the organization of the Agricul- 
tural Workers Union to expand its organizational political program in 
order to assure a thorough fulfillment of the 5-point guideline for nature 
rebuilding and the farming guideline for the new year set forth in the 
great leader's instructions. 

A matter of vital importance in undertaking the organizational political 
program is to firmly establish the party's unitary ideological system 
among functionaries and members of the Agricultural Workers Union. Mean- 
while, it is essential, by driving home the point, to convince members of 
the Agricultural Workers Union of the importance of the 5-point guideline 
for nature rebuilding and the farming guideline for the new year so as to 
eventually become their firm conviction, it asserted. 

At the same time, a vigorous campaign of political persuasion and eco- 
nomical agitation will be launched to support the great leader's instruc- 
tions and party decisions.  It is important to see a great upsurge in pro- 
duction and an overflow of revolutionary passion and militant vigor every- 
where you go, it asserted. 

The battle for attaining the great leader's 5-point guideline for nature 
rebuilding and the farming guideline for the new year will be singled out 
as an important target resolution to be brought up, with a lightning speed, 
in the Campaign to Capture the Red Flag of the 3 Revolutions, it emphasized. 
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Furthermore, it pointed out, attention will be focused on strengthening 
the organizational life of members of the Agricultural Workers Union, 
tying it closely to the execution of revolutionary tasks which support 
the fulfillment of the great leader's instructions, and see to it that 
workers improve their means and style of undertaking work projects. 

The plenary meeting urged all members of the Agricultural Workers Union 
to uphold the decisions reached at the October '76 plenum of the Party 
Central Committee as they have done so in the past when they won the 
battle they fought for increasing the irrigated areas through mobilization 
of the entire nation, following a decision reached at the plenum convened 
in September 1958.  They will, without exception, all participate in the 
nature rebuilding project, and fulfill the revolutionary tasks assigned 
to them ahead of the time.  They will respond to the fatherly leader's 
great political trust and heart-warming concern with a pledge of loyalty, 
it asserted. 

A resolution was adopted at the plenary session. 

The oath offering the pledges of our party and our people to the great 
leader, Comrade Kim Il-song, was adopted by the plenary meeting amid 
heated applause of the participants.

SINWON MINE—The Sinwon Mine in South Hwanghae Province has attained its 
annual mineral production quota 2 months ahead of schedule.  The mine 
overfulfilled the monthly quotas for October and November by 120 percent. 
In December, the daily quota has been overfulfilled by 30 percent.

FISH CATCH—The fishery workers throughout the country are registering an 
upsurge in winter fish catching.  The daily catch has amounted to as much 
as 10,000 tons.  Fishery workers in North Hamgyong Province are employing 
scientific fishing methods.  In particular, the (Odaejon) Fishery Station 
in Chongjin City has overfulfilled its daily quota by from 100 to 300 per- 
cent.  Fishery stations in Kangwon Province, including the Wonsan Fishery 
Station, have also increased their catches of fish, while fishery stations 
in South Hamgyong Province, including the Sinpo, (Soho), Hongwon and 
(Yango) stations, have caught 4 times more fish than last year.  [Pyongyang

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION—The various local industrial plants in Sansu County, 
Yanggang Province overfulfilled their annual quota by 1.4 percent as of 
15 December.  The annual quota, which is actually much higher than that of 
the last year, was attained 15 days earlier than scheduled.  The wooden 
furniture factories, chemical factories and food processing factories 
expanded their production.  During the period, about 20 technical innova- 
tions were adopted and production costs were reduced by 1 percent while 
operating efficiency increased up to 10 times.  [Pyongyang Domestic Service

COAL PRODUCTION—The Sapo Colliery increased its tunneling speed by 80 
percent and coal production by 40 percent.  The Chollima No 2 pit workers, 
who have achieved their annual quota, are struggling to produce about 
60,000 tons more coal before the end of the year.  One team overfulfilled 
its daily quota by producing 500 tons or more of coal every day while 
another team located abundant coal fields.

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YONGJIN COLLIERY—The Yongjin Colliery has registered a great upsurge in 
coal production. The colliery has increased coal production by 100 per- 
cent compared to the past.

TAEGUM COAL MINE—Miners of the Taegum Colliery have doubled daily produc- 
tion as compared with the previous month.  In order to meet the increasing 
demand of various economic sectors for coal, the colliery is working at 
top capacity.  By adopting advanced techniques and improved methods and by 
improving mining equipment, the miners have overfulfilled their daily 
targets by 200 percent.

FARMING PREPARATIONS—The farm workers of Kaesong City have produced 
235,000 tons of barnyard manure and 102,400 tons of compost for next 
year's farming. The preparation of nursery rice seedlings is also almost 
complete.  The cooperative farms in Changpung County have performed well 
the preparatory work for next year's farming.  [Pyongyang Domestic Service

NAMJON COLLIERY—The Namjon Colliery has scored an upsurge in coal produc- 
tion.  Production has increased up to 100 percent as the colliery has 
vigorously expedited tunneling.  In particular, the workers of the youth 
tunneling pit have overfulfilled their daily quotas by 140 percent. 
[Pyongyang Domestic Service in Korean 0300 GMT 30 Dec 76 SK] Miners of 
the Namjon Colliery have scored production gains on the first day of the 
year.  Party functionaries and members of the three revolution team 
mingled with miners to expound the great leader's new year message to 
them, thus encouraging them to effect a mass upsurge.  By adopting 
advanced mining methods, they are continuing to wage a furious speed 
battle.

POWER PRODUCTION—In compliance with the great leader's new year message, 
workers of the Pukchang Thermal Power Plant have successfully fulfilled 
their first daily target of the year.

By continuously improving various equipment and operating 
this equipment at top capacity, they overfulfilled their daily target in 
the production of nitrogenous fertilizer and gases.

STEEL PRODUCTION—Workers of Kangsong Industrial Complex overfulfilled 
their daily target for the first day of this year in the production of 
steel by 163 percent, pig iron by 123 percent, rolled steel materials by 
125.3 percent and wiring by 122.7 percent.  They achieved this by 
organizing their work system in an effective manner and operating their 
workshops at top capacity.
