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WAR ANNIVERSARY EDITORIAL DEMANDS U.S. FORCES PULL OUT

[Editorial: '"The U.S. Forces Must Immediately Withdraw From South Korea,
Taking Their Murderous Weapons With Them']

[Text] We are marking "25 June, the day of struggle against U.S. imperi-
alism'" at a time when our working people are promoting a new revolutionary
upsurge at all the fronts of socialist construction, holding in high esteem
the programmatic tasks the great leader Comrade Kim Il-song presented in
the new year message 1977 and at the 13th plenary session of the Fifth Cen-
tral Committee of the party, the antifascist, democratization struggle of
the south Korean people is incessantly going on, and the solidarity move-
ment of the world people supporting our just struggle for the unification
of our fatherland is more intensive than ever before.

Today our people, looking back with fury upon the day that our archenemy,
U.S. imperialists, ignited the aggressive war in Korea, are renewing their
determination to guard our socialist system like an iron-clad castle from
the encroachment of our enemies, to effect withdrawal of the U.S. imperi-
alist aggressors from south Korea who are still forcing the tragic division
upon our people and to achieve by all means the great cause of unifying

our fatherland.

The war of plunderous aggression that U.S. imperialism waged against the
Korean people 27 years ago was no more than an extension and a collective
expression of their wicked policy of aggression, the evil tentacles of
which had been reaching our country for the past 100 years.

The U.S. imperialists established the most reactionary colonial rule of
military fascism on the first day they crept into south Korea in a cloak
of the "liberators," mobilized all the human and material resources for
the purpose of making war, and continuously perpetrated vicious armed
provocations in the Songaksan, Unpasan and other areas along the 38th
parallel in accordance with their meticulously planned "Korean war strat-

egy.n




The U.S. imperialists in their frenzy to conquer the world, regponded
with provocative military actions to the many just and fair proposals of
the government of the republic for achieving the peaceful unification by
the Korean people for themselves. Finally, they started war against the
northern half of the republic on 25 June 1950 by instigating the puppet
gang of Syngman Rhee.

When the U.S. imperialists provoked the war of aggression against Korea,
their goal was to destroy the system of people's democracy established

in the northern half of the republic, turn the whole of Korea into a
colony and a bridgehead for aggression in Asia, and, further, precipitate
a new world war menacing the national liberation movement of the people
of colonies and subordinate states and opposing the socialist countries.

During the entire period of the Korean war, the U.S. imperialists turned
our cities and villages into ashes, destroyed all the beautiful and
precious properties of ours, killed even women and children with indis-
criminate aerial and artillery bombardments, and resorted unhesitatingly
to the use of bacteriological and chemical weapons, laying our entire land
in ruin.

The aggressive nature, barbarism, and jingoism of the U.S. imperialists
were totally exposed during the Korean war provoked by them, and so were
their vulnerabilities.

However, our people and People's Army won a great victory smashing the
aggression of the U.S. imperialists, who used all the barbaric means and
ways of war never before seen in the annals of war.

The respected and beloved leader Comrade Kim Il-song made the following
comment on the historical victory in the Fatherland Liberation War:

"In this great struggle our peoplé were united like one body with one
mind under the correct leadership of the party and the government of the
republic, gallantly fought in this war and eventually won the historical
victory, overcoming the difficult trials of war with honor and making
the U.S. imperialists and their lackies suffer a disgraceful defeat."

The victory that our people won in the Fatherland Liberation War was a
shining victory of the great military ideas of self-defense, the strategy
of chuche and the prodigious military art of the respected and beloved
leader and a powerful demonstration of the indomitable political and
ideological unity of our people and People's Army who were firmly united
as one around the leader.

By winning a historical victory in the Fatherland Liberation War, our
people and People's Army not only preserved with honor the independence
and sovereignty of our fatherland and the dignity of our people but also




brilliantly safeguarded the security of the socialist countries and the
peace in the world as well as Asia.

The victory of our people in the Fatherland Liberation War shattered the
myth about the "mightiness" of the U.S. imperialists, paved the way for
their downfall and opened up an era of a new upsurge in the anti-imperialist,
anti-U.S. struggle.

The U.S. imperialists should have withdrawn from south Korea, learning a
proper lesson from the disgraceful defeat they suffered in Korea . In-—
stead, they have continually clung to the policy of provocation, outra-=
geously violating the armistice agreement, and blocked the peaceful unifi-
cation of our fatherland in every way.

It has been more than 30 years since our country was emancipated from the
colonial rule of Japanese imperialism, and it has been nearly 24 years
since the armistice agreement was coéncluded. However, we have not yet been
able to achieve the unification because of the occupation of south Korea
by the U.S. imperialists and of their aggressive policy.

Even after the ceasefire in Korea, the U.S. imperialists increased their
aggressive military force as well as the puppet military strength, and
brought in a larger number of murderous weapons, including nuclear arms,
and deployed them in the area along the military demarcation line while
incessantly staging military provocations against us, using their number-
less military bases both in south Korea and Japan as the springboard.

At the present time, the problem of withdrawing the U.S. imperialist occu-
pation forces from south Korea is becoming due for solution as the result
of the defiant struggle of our people along with many other people in this
world. However, the U.S. imperialist war maniacs are opposed to the with-
drawal of their ground force, which is slated to take as long as 4-5 years,
launching false propaganda that the withdrawal will induce war. Further-
more, they are intending to leave their nuclear weapons and air force be-
hind in south Korea when they withdraw their army and are now openly engag-
ing in nuclear blackmail, having prepared an "emergency plan" for local
nuclear warfare setup in Korea.

They are now actively inciting the puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui to seek
division and confrontation, providing them with an enormous amount of
dollars and lots of weapons on the pretence of "maintaining military
balance" and "fulfilling the public commitment."

The U.S. imperialists are not only flying B-52 strategic bombers and A-10
fighter-bombers into the south Korean skies for bombing and tactical
exercises and staging large-scale joint military exercises of the U.S.

and puppet south Korean forces with an increasing frequency but also are
routinely conducting espionage activity by sending SR-71 high speed, high
altitude reconnaissance aircraft to intrude into the skies over the north-
ern half of the republic.




This is a foolish action designed to intimidate us and a wicked provoca-
tion against us.

All the facts show that there has not been a change either in the aggres—
sive nature of U.S. imperialism or in its beastly intent to colonize all

of Korea.

The tension and the danger of war in our country are increasing further
due to the reckless provocative machinations to provoke a new war and the
plot of perpetual national division being pursued by the U.S. imperialist-
supported Pak Chong-hui puppet clique.

The Pak Chong-hui puppet clique, the faithful servants of the U.S. imperi-
alists, in trampling down the south-north joint statement of "4 June" under
foot, are consolidating their internal machinery to hold onto the power for
a long time and externally staging sinister activities to justify the "two-
Koreas" plot, fanatically augmenting their military strength and stepping
up war preparation, on the pretence of the "menace of southward invasion,"
which does not exist at all.

While the people all over the world are raising their voice for the with-
drawal of U.S. troops from south Korea, the puppet clique of Pak Chong-hui
is wickedly conspiring to keep the U.S. troops from withdrawing.

The puppet gang, making clamors about the "pre-emptive attack" and the
"yictory at the beginning," are openly exercising "landing operations,"
"river-crossing operations" and conducting "bombing practice” with an
invasion of the northern half of the republic in mind, mobilizing all the
puppet armed forces and reserves as well. Also, traitor Pak Chong-hui
personally made an Yinspection tour of the front" prior to 25 June and
fanatically fanned war hysteria. Finally, they staged a "real war-like"
military exercise on "the largest scale in history" on 23 June.

The puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui is now brutally oppressing democratic
personages and patriotic people of south Korea who are aspiring for free-
dom, democracy, and peaceful unification of our fatherland under "the
emergency measures' decreed at random, while making preparations for war
against the northern half of the republic and inspiting hostility against
us with "anticommunist" slogans.

The puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui, sticking to their U.S. and Japanese
masters, are unhesitatingly committing base dirty acts of bribery in order
to block the unification of our fatherland and keep up their endangered
life line if only a little longer. Recently, they are committing treason
against our country and people, unpardonable for thousands of years to
come, by selling out the resources of our fatherland to the Japanese
reactionaries under "the ROK-Japan Agreement on continental shelf" and
also by selling out our people in the name of "emigration'" to the monopoly
capitalists of foreign nations.




Indeed, the Pak Chong-hui puppet gang are toady traitors selling out our
country and people to insure their own comforts and prosperity, wicked
divisionists attempting to divide permanently our people who share the same
blood into two, fascist hangmen committing murderous atrocities and violating
human rights, and war maniacs bent on driving all the people in the world

as well as our own people to the misery of nuclear warfare by inciting a
war, borrowing nuclear weapons from others.

The present situation shows that peace will never be consolidated and the
independent peaceful unification will not be achieved unless the machinations
to provoke a new war and the plot of perpetual division being pursued by the
divisionists within and without are completely crushed.

The respected and beloved leader Comrade Kim Il-song instructed as follows:

"The biggest obstacle to the independent and peaceful solution of the uni-
fication problem of Korea is the occupation of Korea by the forces of U.S.
imperialists." (Kim Il-song Selected Works, Vol 4, p 91)

The occupation of south Korea by the U.S. troops is forcing the great
tragedy of division and incalculable calamity upon the Korean people while
increasing tension and creating a danger of war.

The U.S. imperialists are carrying on criminal machinations to consolidate
the division of Korea and create "two Koreas,' while continuing the mili-
tary occupation of south Korea to keep it forever under their control.

The U.S. imperialists are pretending to support the peaceful unification
of Korea. Actually, however, they have not accepted the proposal for a

peace agreement made by the government of the republic and are in every

possible way conspiring to consolidate the division of Korea.

We do not have any illusions about the U.S. imperialists who are blocking
the way to the independent peaceful unification of our fatherland. We
are on the alert, sharply watching them, because they are always holding
onto sly ambivalent tactics.

The U.S. imperialists will never be able to divide into two by gun or sword
or by any other means the Korean people who have lived as one people in
one territory for thousands of years.

It is not only an urgent aspiration of all Korean people both in the south
and the north but also an irresistible demand of the age, an international
current of the times that the U.S. troop withdrawal be effected and the
peaceful unification achieved by the Korean people themselves.

The U.S. imperialists must see clearly the fact that the struggle of all

the people in the world in support of the unification of Korea is accelerat-
ing and must listen to their unified voices demanding withdrawal of the

U.S. troops from south Korea.




This is a new historical era, an era of independence in which peoples open
up their own fate with their own hands, emerging as the master of the
world.

The U.S. authorities must avoid repeating the anachronistic error of ag-
gression of the past, must immediately withdraw their aggressor army and
murderous weapons, including nuclear arms, from south Korea in accordance
with the resolution of the UN General Assembly, and must not support any
longer the puppet gangs in south Korea who are rampaging with bloodshot
eyes to provoke war and to suppress human rights.

The U.S. authorities must accept our proposal for transforming the armistice
agreement into a peace agreement in order to ease tension and consolidate
peace in Korea.

It is the most urgent desire and also an imperative task of our people to
reunify our fatherland, putting a period to the division of our people.
It cannot be delayed any longer.

The three principles and five lines on the unification of fatherland pre-

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U.S. OCCUPATION OF SOUTH KOREA SEEN AS BASIC OBSTRUCTION TO REUNIFICATION

[Text] It has been 27 years since the U.S. imperialists, who are the arch-
enemy of the Korean people and of all peace-loving people of the world,
started an aggressive war against the northern half of our republic.

On this occasion our people and People's Army personnel can hardly restrain
the fury and hatred against the U.S. imperialist aggressors who murdered

a large number of innocent people and turned our cities and villages into
ashes by resorting to every conceivable beastly means and manner of war.

The U.S. imperialists--who had for 100 years been extending their sinister
aggressive claws to our country and who occupied south Korea following the
liberation, replacing the Japanese imperialists—-installed a reactionary
colonial, military fascist rule there from the very first day, formulated

a plan for aggression in Korea and accelerated preparations for war against
the northern half of our republic, driven by the beastly ambition to con-
quer all of Korea and Asia.

The U.S. imperialists set up a puppet government in south Korea and built
up a puppet army on a large scale to be used as bullet shields in a war.
In 1947-1948 they staged large scale armed invasions against the northern
half of the Republic in the areas of Pyoksong County, Songaksan and Yang-—
yang, along the 38th parallel in order to prepare excuses for igniting

a war.

Having completed a criminal aggression plan to instigate the traitorous
Syngman Rhee clique to start a war and thereupon throw in their own ag-
gressor forces on full scale on the Korean front, the U.S. imperialists
concluded the "ROK-U.S. Mutual Defense and Assistance Treaty," with the
South Korean puppet clique and placed the puppet forces under the U.S.




Far East Command while the U.S. military chieftains crept into Japan and
south Korea to engineer war provocation.

On 25 June 1950, the U.S. imperialists started a war against our people
by instigating the puppet Syngman Rhee clique in accordance with the
long-prepared aggression plan.

In order to strangle our young republic in its cradle in one breath,

the U.S. imperialists threw in a huge army of over 2 million, including
their own basic force and 15 subordinate countries' forces, quantities of
modern military equipment on the Korean front and used every barbaric means
of war never before seen in the amnals of war.

However, the U.S. imperialists could never achieve their aggressive ambi-
tion and suffered miserable military and moral defeat in the face of the
heroic Korean people.

Our people and People's Army rose up as one man under the great leadership
of Comrade Kim Il-song, an ever-victorious general of steel will and a
genius of military strategy, fought the sacred war to preserve the free-
dom and national independence of the fatherland, destroyed the U.S imperi-
alist aggressors by bringing mass heroism and unparalleled courage into
play, and achieved a brilliant victory.

However, our urgent aspiration is not yet realized, and tension persists
in Korea because of divisionist and war-provoking intrigues of the U.S.




imperialists and the Pak Chong-hui puppet gang, and there is a big obstacle
in the path to the reunification of our fatherland.

The respected and beloved leader Comrade Kim Il-song instructed as follows:

"The occupation of south Korea by the U.S. troops is a main obstacle block-
. ing the unification of our country and is a fundamental factor threatening
peace in Korea." {('The Answers to the Questions Asked by Foreign Corre-

spondents,'" Vol 2, pp 319-320)

The U.S. imperialists did not yet discard their aggressive ambition even
after the ceasefire in Korea. Stepping up preparations for a new war,
they have ceaselessly staged military provocations against the northern
part of our republic, such as the "Pueblo," "EC-121" and "Panmunjom" inci-
dents and have been intentionally creating tension in our country.

The United States, flagrantly violating the armistice agreement, brought

in quantities of military equipment, including nuclear weapons, into south
Korea and deployed them near the military demarcation line; it has expanded
the puppet armed forces on a large scale and has staged joint military
exercises ceaselessly, all the while continuing to instigate its south
Korean puppets to seek war and national division.

Recently the U.S. imperialists brought B-52 bombers based in Guam and
Okinawa, Japan, and U.S.-based AE-10 fighter-bombers into south Korea to
conduct bombing practices while continually infiltrating SR-71 high speed,
high-altitude reconnaissance aircraft into the territorial skies of the
northern half of the republic to carry on espionage activity, and driving
the entire south Korea into war-like atmosphere by staging various forms
of joint military exercises with the puppet army in south Korea.

These are vicious provocations designed to intimidate our people who are
aspiring to the peaceful unification, to support the puppet gangs of Pak
Chong-hui who are bewildered, being isolated within and without and losing
their sanity, and to realize the aggressive ambition in Korea.

The Pak Chong-hui puppet clique is taking to base machinations to block
the withdrawal of U.S. troops from south Korea, making loud clamors about
the nonexistent "'menace of southward invasion," and is stubbornly hanging
on to the "two Koreas" intrigue, running wild in a frenzy to obstruct the
independent, peaceful unification of the fatherland and split our people
who have for thousands of years lived in an undivided land.

The Pak Chong-hui puppet gang, in total disregard to the country and the
people, is committing an ugly act of treason against the country and the
people, by selling out the territory of our fatherland on the pretext of
jointly "developing" the continental shelf with the Japanese reactionaries.
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The Pak Chong-hui puppet gang, instigated by the U.S. imperialists, are on
their way to war and division, not to peace and peaceful unification, and
are busy building up military strength and equipment on a large scale and
newly building or expanding military bases everywhere in south Korea, brag-
ging about the "security by the entire national might" and the "cultivation
of real strength."

The puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui has covered all of south Korea with a
tight security network under the slogans of "anticommunism" and "annihila-
tion of communism,' are oppressing, using fascist methods, the people in
south Korea who are struggling to achieve democracy and unification of the
fatherland, forcibly driving out young men and students to participate in
war exercises; the puppet gang has even completed a wartime structure by
which they can mobilize at anytime all human and material resources to
serve the purpose of war.

The war-mongers in south Korea are rapidly transforming their national
economy into a military economy and are accelerating the growth of military
industry through connivance with the foreign military industry monopolies.

The puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui is bringing a large number of murderous
weapons into south Korea in accordance with so called the "Five Year Plan
for Increasing the War Capability" and are exploiting people more than
ever before in order to meet the enormous expenses.

The gangsters are raising dins of military exercise on a large scale in
the area along the military demarcation line and on the east, west and

south coasts and are plotting to drive all of our people to the misery

of nuclear war, borrowing nuclear weapons from others.

Very serious tension is forming in our country because of the reckless ac-
tivities of the Pak Chong-hui puppet clique which, dreaming of a 'pre-
emptive attack" and a "short term surprise attack' on us, is mobilizing
the puppet forces and even the reserves in joint military exercises simu-
lating attack on the northern half of the republic and staging in succes-
sion "attack exercises," "river-crossing exercises," etc, dashing straight
on to the brink of war.

Both the United States and the puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui are talking
loud about the non-existent "menace of southward invasion," but the truth
is, it is not us who are creating tension or threatening south Korea but
the U.S. imperialists and the puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui who are creat-
ing a danger of war and threatening us.

The U.S. imperialists and the puppet gang of Pak Chong-hui are continuously
making a noise about the "menace of southward invasion' for the purpose of
justifying the expansion of military bases in south Korea and the intro-
duction of murderous weapons, maintaining the colonial military fascist
regime, and provoking a war of aggression against us.
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As all the facts show, the "two Koreas" plot and the war-provoking machina-
tions of the divisionists within and without are not only a fundamental
obstacle to peace and independent unification of our fatherland but also an
ever-present source of the danger of war.

The great leader Comrade Kim Il-song instructed as follows: "We must by
all means smash the plot of "two Koreas" of the divisionists, prevent the
perpetual division of our people and open up the door to the unification
of our fatherland as early as possible." ("On the 30th Anniversary of the
Founding of the Korean Workers Party," booklet, pp 29-30)

The question whether we can at the present time open up the way to the
unification of our fatherland, blocking the plots of '"two Koreas' and of
war provocation, is a fundamental problem concerning the rise or fall of
our people.

The preconditions for the independent peaceful unification of our father-
land are the withdrawal of the U.S. troops and nuclear weapons from south
Korea, the termination of interference by foreign forces and the elimina-
tion of military confrontation and relaxation of tension between north
and south.

Our divided fatherland must be unified on the basis of the three principles
and five lines on the unification presented by the great leader and the
four-point national salvation proposed embodying these, which we recently
presented.

The Korean people are wise and able enough to handle with their own hands
the unification of our fatherland,=which is their own internal problem.

The Korean people are one people who have lived for thousands of years
with one culture and one language in one territory. Our country must
never be divided into "two Koreas," and our people must live together in
a unified territory.

Our people and KPA officers and men, each being a match for 100 enemies,
will never tolerate any attempt to permanently divide our country and
our people.

The United States must scrap the plot of "two Koreas" in accordance with
the will of our people and the peace-loving people of the world, stop

Functionaries in the rural management sector and agricultural workers as
well as agricultural support personnel within the province, who are feeling
deep within their hearts the warm love and concern of the great leader, are
continuing to raise the flames of renovation in the agricultural tasks facing
them with a single heart of loyalty to repay this solicitude with a greater
increase in grain production.

The respected and beloved leader Comrade Kim Il-song has instructed as follows:

"It is necessary to cultivate all paddies and fields like handling a flower
garden and, by the use of agricultural chemicals and all sorts of additiomal
methods, decisively prevent insect and blight damage to agricultural crops."

Thanks to the concern of the great leader this year more than twice as much
herbicide was provided in the villages in the province as last year, mechani-
cal means have taken a much more prominent place and a great deal of support
labor is continuing to help in agricultural work. Furthermore, by finishing
corn planting and rice transplanting in a much shorter time and much earlier
than usual, it has become possible to do subsequent farm work ahead of season.

All of these things constitute a sufficient poteniality and precondition for
guaranteeing successful cultivation of agricultural crops.

The provincial rural management committee is correctly employing these ad-
vantageous conditions and potentialities, thereby planning and organizing
without a flaw the guidance owrk to take care fully the planted corn, to-
gether with all the other crops.

Above all else, under the guidance of the party organization and the positive

assistance of the Three-Revolutions Teams, the rural management committee is
bringing home to all agricultural workers and agricultural support personnel
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the importance and significance of the weeding to increasing grain production
this year, thereby having all of them press forward with the weeding vigor-
ously without relaxing the tense posture of the transplanting season,
carrying on the momentum of the speed battle.

At present most of the cooperative farm labor and support labor in the pro-
vince is being turned to weeding corn fields along with weeding rice paddies.

In weeding also the province is strengthening guidance work to tend to each
corn root with all one's heart according to the demands of the root crop
farming method.

With herbicides produced and supplied in large amounts, the success of
planting largely hinges on how it is used. ’

Accordingly, the province is devoting special attention to this.

Lectures and on-the—-job training in the use of herbicides are organized not
only by the provincial rural management committees but also by city and
county cooperative farm management committees, and technical functionaries
are dispatched to cooperative farms to step up technical guidance on ef-
fective application of herbicides.

Thus in all the cooperative farms in the province herbicide application plans
are being formulated for each piece of land and each cultivated patch ac-
cording to conditions such as the amount of weeds and the humidity of the
soil, and herbicide spray workers are applying herbicide as required by the
technical specifications.

Successful results are being obtained by generalizing the model of Uiji
County's Soho Cooperative Farm which takes the lead in tractor weeding every
year and the experience of Yongbyon County's Yonghwa Cooperative Farm which
in weeding by animal power makes good use of the improved plough designed

to catch weeds in the furrows and raising the ridges.

Applying additional manure in line with the chuche farming method and in a
scientifically and technically correct manner is also one of the fundamental
ways of increasing the production of corn.

The province is seeing to it that additional manure is applied a number of
times to corn fields of cooperative farms.

This is because if additional manure.is applied several times to suit the
biological characteristics and growing conditions of the corm, it can
guarantee a uniformly height of the plants during the early stage of growth
and make its spikes grow larger and its kernels ripen more fully during the
later stage.

According to the test data of cooperative farms in Uiji, Yongbyon and other
counties, manure buried in the ground, as compared with strewing it on the
surface, was 10 to 30 percent more effective.
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Thus cooperative farms in the province are seeing to it that all the chemical
fertilizer supplied as additional manure is buried next to the roots of the
corn. Along with this, production compost is being pushed aggressively in

a mass drive to insure sufficient compost application to each plant.

As the great leader has taught, in order to successfully defeat the drought
brought on by the influence of the cold front and rapidly increase the pro-
duction of corn, it is necessary to carry out non-paddy field irrigation
decisively.

According to the experience of T'aechon County last year, fields to which
water was sufficiently provided produced 2 to 3 more tons per chongo than
in fields where moisture was not properly supplied.

Holding aloft the programmatic instructions given by the great leader in
the 12th and 13th Plenums of the Fifth Party Central Committee and the in-
structions given while he was conducting on-the-spot guidance last April in
Yongbyon County, the province has already completed a considerable ground-
work for irrigation of corn fields.

But this is not enough if we are to insure successful farming even if the
severe drought caused by the influence of the cold front continued for a
long time.

The province has set the goal of digging several thousand more wells and
underground springs and driving more conduits into the ground within a
short time in the future, and as the rice transplanting is finished, it
is turning. the necessary effort to this. Besides this, it is sending out
functionaries in the irrigation sector to actual sites to investigate
small-scale irrigation facilities already set up and take appropriate
measures, such as having wells dug more deeply in places where necessary.

If we wish to use underground water for corn field irrigation it is also
necessary to have small-sized pumps and hoses.

The province, based on the study into the number of small-sized pumps and
hoses needed in the irrigation of corn fields by work team, cooperative
farm, city and county, is having half the required number produced and pro-
vided by factories and enterprises in the agricultural sector and the re-
maining half of those in the industrial sector. In regard to the motors
needed for the pumps, the use of 4-horsepower motors already distributed to
villages in great numbers is being actively encouraged.

Together with this the province, by tightening supervision, is planning to
guarantee in a comprehensive manner irrigation to flat corn fields, of
course, and even to sloping corn fields.

The province, in addition to this, is undertaking organizational work with

foresight for prevention of wind and rain damage and insect and blight da-
mage, pollination, and so forth.
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Provincial rural management committee functionaries and city and county
cooperative farm management committee functionaries in the province,
thoroughly armed with the revolutionary ideology and the chuche farming
method of the great leader, are going down to lower levels, giving priority
to political work, setting personal examples as required by the Chongsan-ri
spirit and Chongson-ri method, vigorously exhorting the masses to do corn
farming with economy and timely solving problems in a responsible manner.

The city and county cooperative farm management committees in the province
are substantially carrying on technical guidance on agricultural processes
for difficult phases of corn farming through various forms and methods, in-
cluding on-the-job training and technical courses.

The provincial rural management committee is turning its profound attention
to guaranteeing supply of agricultural materials and resources at the proper
time while strengthening technological guidance in regard to the entire
sphere of corn farming in the province.

At present all rural management sector functionaries, agricultural workers
and agricultural support personnel in the province are vigorously marching
forward with a single loyal determination to achieve a new leap in corn
farming as well as in all others, thereby contributing greatly to victori-
ously scaling the 8.5 million-ton grain height.
