This is essentially the philosophy that has 
inspired the "Swanirvar movement" (self-reliance movement) in Bangladesh 
as a strategy of national development.  I am glad to note that in this 
we have something in common with your concept of "chuche." We are confident 
that the self-reliant policies adopted in our countries will help achieve 
greater success in [the] economic field in the near future. We should also 
make an effort to strengthen the capacity of the developing countries for 
individual and collective self-reliance through increased cooperation among 
all developing nations.

It has been our effort firmly to anchor our foreign policy on the national 
objectives of consolidation of the independence of the country, safeguarding 
her sovereignty and territorial integrity, building up friendship with other 
countries on the basis of sovereign equality and non-interference in the 
internal affairs of other countries and cooperation with other nations in 
accelerating the pace of our economic and social development.

She has played an active part 
in such forums as the United Nations and its various organs, nonalined 
movement, organisation of the Islamic conference and the commonwealth. 
While constructive and realistic in her approach to various international 
issues, she has been unflinching in upholding the principles of justice and 
fairplay and in denouncing all forms of racism and colonialism.  Bangladesh 
has lent her unqualified support to the just cause of the Arabs and the 
Palestinians in the Middle East, and to the freedom struggle of the majority 
people in southern Africa.  Bangladesh has also been a strong and ardent 
advocate of the cause of the developing Third World, 

Excellency, 

Bangladesh believes in the right of every people freely to determine and 
build-up its own social, economic and political system by ways and means 
of its own free choice. Bangladesh has consistently supported the reunifica- 
tion of Korea through peaceful means without reliance of any outside force 
and without any external interference on the basis of the principles of 
the joint declaration of 4 July 1972. We reaffirmed this position at the 
various international forums. We strongly favour a peaceful solution of 
the Korean problem by the Korean people themselves.
