SURGEON DISCUSSES LUMP ON KIM IL-SONG'S NECK

[Text] Having been a surgeon for over 30 years, I find little to interest 
me in the not so large "lump" on the neck.  However, the "lump" on Kim Il-song's 
neck is attracting considerable attention around the world and I have even 
heard that his "lump" has been reported along with an enlarged photograph in 
the newspaper of a communist state.  It seems that many people are stirring 
up interest in the "lump" not because of medical interest in the "lump" itself 
but rather because the "lump" belongs to Kim Il-song, because Kim Il-song is 
a notorious outlaw of our time who might be compared to the monster of Uganda, 
President Amin, and because the "lump" might bear some relationship with how 
long Kim Il-song lives. 

I do not wish to engage in futile speculation or diagnosis based on a picture 
published in a newspaper, but it seems that I will not make any great error 
in conjecturing on the following facts. 

First, Kim Il-song's "lump" was not noticeable when he was young and as best 
as I can remember, it began to appear when he was in his late forties, after 
he had started the Korean War and slaughtered in cold blood millions of our 
countrymen.  The "lump" is undoubtedly growing larger with the passage of time, 
so that it is now as large as an egg or a golf ball and it seems to be a rel- 
atively benign lump of a fatty or fibrous type. 

Second, if it is a "lump" which grows slowly and presents no threat to life 
for at least 10 years, it is probably not a malignant tumor such as cancer or 
sarcoma, but we cannot absolutely rule out the possibility that it may gradually 
turn malignant.  This is because the "lump" appeared late in the prime of life 
and because it is gradually growing larger. 

Third, any surgeon will advocate that a "lump", be it benign or malignant must 
be removed by a surgical operation and I can imagine that Kim Il-song too, has 
been warned by his attending physicians of the need for surgery on his "lump", 



although I do not know but what a fearful doctor aware of the possible danger 
may have told him, to wait and see rather than urging surgery. Also, there 
is no doubt that Kim Il-song himself, who has massacred many people throughout 
his life and betrayed the nation, must have felt a chill at the suggestion of 
putting a knife to his neck. 

Fourth, it is possible that this bothersome "lump" on his neck, which makes 
it necessary for him to lie on his side rather than on his back to sleep, may 
have some influence on his body or mind.  Also, because of this "lump", Kim 
Il-song cannot wear a tie, but must always wear his clothes with the neck 
buttons open. 

Fifth, like Stalin who used his nephew, who closely resembled him, as a false 
Stalin, Kim Il-song too must have found many occasions when it is necessary 
to send a false Kim Il-song to dangerous places.  But even though there might 
be someone who resembles Kim Il-song, it would be almost impossible to find 
a similar person with a "lump" on his neck. 

Indeed, even though such a "lump" may grow on a human body, it is a fact that 
it is a totally unnecessary thing which, although it may be harmful, is of no 
benefit whatsoever.  There are laws by which the cells of the human body always 
control and regulate themselves; cells of a fixed number, fixed type and a 
fixed form carry on the metabolism process regularly in a fixed area where 
they divide, multiply, deteriorate and die, thereby maintaining the life of a 
person.  When, due to some perverse turning point, cell division and multi- 
plication above the fixed number occurs, they form a  "lump". 

When the form and character of the cells is normal and only the reproductive 
activity deviates from the norm to cause excess reproduction the result is a 
benign tumor; when the character of the cells is abnormal the result is a 
malignant tumor. 

Kim Il-song's "lump" is still believed to be not malignant but benign; however 
if it should change into cancer or sarcoma, which are malignant tumors, the 
tumor cells would reproduce without order and rush out to attack other organs 
of the body so that they would consume strength by excess reproduction and bring 
death within 1 or 2 years. 

Just like Kim Il-song's "lump", which is a departure from normal standards, 
Kim El-song s actions too are the actions of an outlaw which have left the 
normal track to destroy order and peace, so that there seems to be mutual 
relationship between the two.  As though his actions which departed from norm 
could become a malignant tumor which would change the form or character of 
the cells, I sincerely hope that his actions will not again depart from track 
to bring an even greater tragedy to this land. 

The old story tells of the singing woodsman who cleanly removed the "lump" 

it '•ft5 h°we^er> T  have never heard that Kim Il-song can sing.  Ultimately 
it will have to be removed by surgical operation; but while dictators and 



tyrants have always been cruel and evil to others, they have always been 
notably cowardly so I think that Kim Il-song would rather die than expose 
his neck under anasthesia to the knife in order to remove the "lump". 

Ultimately the "lump" will get larger and larger, not smaller, and will cause 
Kim Il-song to feel greater discomfort in his daily life and to become more 
nervous so that I can imagine that it is possible that he may do anything. 
For now all it is is just talk about the "lump" on the neck of an outlaw, but 
if it involves such fearsome danger as just mentioned, then it is no common- 
place "lump" but indeed the focus of a serious topic of conversation.

UNPRECEDENTED AMOUNT OF GOOD CROPS REPORTED 

In Plains Areas

[Text]  Pyongyang August 7 (KCNA)—Excellent crops previously unknown have 
been brought about in North Pyongan Province this year. 

At a recently held enlarged plenary meeting of the North Pyongan Provincial 
Committee of the Workers Party of Korea the great leader Comrade Kim Il-song 
expressed deep satisfaction, saying that a far greater harvest of rice and 
maize than last year is expected in nearly all the cities and counties in- 
cluding Unjon, Yongchon, Yomju, Chongju, Uiju and Yongbyon counties and 
cooperative farms in North Pyongan Province, judging from how the crops 
rule now. 

It is gratifying to feast your eyes on the "rice sea" of the Unjon Plain 
stretching endlessly.

An old man of the Sinam Cooperative Farm in Yongchon County said with joy 
that he had never seen such excellent rice crop, though he had been engaged 
in farming till his old age. 

Bumper crops are a common topic everywhere in our country now. 

These excellent crops in Korea, a land of irrigation, at a time when the 
whole world is crying over bad crops under the influence of the cold front, 



are a shining fruition of the wise leadership of the great leader Comrade

In Pungsan County on the Kaema Plateaux the per hectare harvest is expected 
to jump one ton in wheat and five tons in potatoes above last year, the peak 
year. . 

In the wheat fields, not only the main stalks but also the offshoots have 
come into ears measuring a span. 

Potatoes are also doing evenly well.

Several cutting sites mechanized with modern equipment will soon be com- 
pleted to increase the number of the comprehensively mechanized cutting 
sites by more than 60 percent above last year.

[Text]  Pyongyang, August 3 (KCNA)--NODONG SINMUN today carries a signed 
commentary sharply denouncing the Smith racist clique of Rhodesia for their 
recent armed invasion of Mozambique. 

Recalling that the racist aggression troops intruded deep into the Mozambican 
territory through the skies and land and committed without compunction such 
criminal acts as brutally killing defenseless peaceful people, setting fire 
on villages and destroying them, the commentary says: 

This is a high-handed encroachment on the security and sovereignty of 
Mozambique, a sovereign and independent state, and a grave provocation 
wrecking peace and rendering the situation strained in southern Africa. 

The aggression of the Smith clique on Mozambique is, at the same time, a 
virulent challenge to the African people's just cause of the complete libera- 
tion of the continent. 

The armed Invasion of Mozambique by the Smith clique clearly shows how 
desperately they are trying to overawe the neighboring African nations 
with strength and bar those countries from supporting and encouraging the 
struggle of the Zimbabwean people and patriots and thereby prop up the 
white racist regime facing its doom. 

The Smith racist clique are running amuck to find a way out of their 
dilemma in committing aggression on neighboring African countries while 
harshly suppressing the struggle of the Zimbabwean people and patriots, 
the article says, and adds:

Urged by their invariable desire to maintain the racist regimes in southern 
Africa at whatever cost and,.by using them, to impede the cause for national 
liberation of the people in this region and realize their domination over 
Africa, the imperialists are increasing assistance to the racists and 
constantly instigating them to reckless acts of aggression. 

With no amount of attempts, however, can the imperialists and racists save 
the racist regimes from destruction. 

The Zimbabwean patriots and people will certainly topple the cursed racist 
rule and achieve freedom and liberation.

WOMAN IN PHOTO SAID TO BE KIM IL-SONG'S DAUGHTER 

Tokyo KITA CHOSEN KENKYU in Japanese No 48, Jun 78 pp 55-57 

[Article:  "President Kim Il-song's Family"] 

[Text]  I.  Daughter 

A person who appears to be President Kim Il-song's daughter turned up at the 
welcoming reception for Chairman Hüa Kuo-feng when he visited North Korea. 

The woman in the center of the top left hand picture of the special color 
edition of the 9 May [1978] PEOPLE'S DAILY is thought to be Kim Il-song's 
daughter.  An explanation of this picture is as follows: 

1. Chairman Hua Kuo-feng 
2. President Kim Il-song 
3. Vice Premier Kye Ung-t'ae (assumed) 
4. Unknown . 
5. "President Kim Il-song's aide 
6 & 7.  Women assigned to the welcoming festivities 

The woman who is thought to be President Kim II'song's daughter (?) is 
directly behind Chairman Hua [Kuo-feng] and President Kim [Il-song] (the 
aide not taken into account), and if President Kim and Chairman Hua are in 
the first row, then her position is the second row.  The women assigned to 
the reception are [placed] behind this woman.  Moreover, this woman is not 
in gala attire like the other two women.  She, therefore, was not brought in 
for the reception.  She is not one of the women assigned to the welcoming; 
moreover, a woman who can occupy the position directly behind President Kim 
and Chairman Hua, to say the least, is no ordinary, nameless woman.  If 
Chairman Hua were accompanied by his wife, the woman occupying this spot 
would probably have been President Kim's wife, Kim Song-ae.  However, Chair- 
man Hua was not accompanied by his wife.  Thus, Kim Song-ae could not have 
appeared.  Nevertheless, this woman, who is occupying the position which 
properly would belong to the president's wife, can be considered as someone 
who ranks with the president's wife or who is accorded similar treatment. 
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In 1970 North Korea's Yi Chong-sun, then vice chairman of the Democratic 
Women's Union, mentioned (in a 13 June 1970 interview with Yoshio Nishitani 
who was visiting North Korea—MIRAI, Dec 70, p 54, Mirai Publishing Co., 
Ltd.) that:  "The president has two children, a boy and a girl.  His oldest 
son has graduated from college and at present he is working in a government 
organ.  The girl is a high school student and she can play the piano very 
well." If this girl was 15 or 16 years old in 1970, she would now be 23 or 
24 years old, and in terms of age the woman in this picture does fit the age 
of President Kim Il-song's daughter.  Further, even by just looking at the 
picture [one notices that] this woman is wearing extremely fine clothes. 

Taken by a reporter from the New China News Agency, this picture in the 
PEOPLE'S DAILY is the welcoming scene in the square m front of the Pyongyang 
Gymnasium on 5 May. 

II.  Grandchildren 

The 23 May issue of the Japan Socialist Party (JSP) organ, SHAKAI SHINPO 
published the full text of the conversation between President Kim Il-song 
and Ichio Asukata, chairman of the JSP, who recently visited North Korea. 
There, it is revealed by President Kim Il-song himself that he does have 
grandchildren: 

Asukata:  "Do you get together with your grandchildren?" 

President Kim:  "I don't live with my grandchildren, but on holidays and 
on days off they come to see me." 

Asukata:  "...." 

President Kim:  "When I am with them I forget about other things and so 
I can relax." 

Judging from this conversation, he has at least two or more grandchildren and 
they are thought to be past their infancy.  Hence, as mentioned in Part I, 
of President Kim Il-song's two children, his daughter, who is 22 or 23 years 
old, is [too] young to have two or more children who are past their infancy. 
Thus, it is thought that they are probably children of Kim Chong-il, Kim 
Il-song's other child.
