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DPRK DAILY SCORES U.S. MILITARY AID TO ROK

[Text] To increase the war potential of the South Korean puppets, the U.S.
imperialists are using this or that excuse to expand military assistance on
a grand scale. According to reports, a bill calling for selling the South
Korean puppets various military aircraft including F-4's and tow missiles
worth $67 million, which had been referred to Congress by the U.S. Defense
Department, was recently approved.

A congressional report says that the U.S. Defense Department, in a bid to
strengthen the South Korean puppet air force, plans to provide some $18
million in military assistance during fiscal 1978 to build various military
facilities such as runways and barracks at Osan and Kunsan air bases. The
U.S. Defense Department has already decided to spend some $14 million during
fiscal 1979 to set up fuel and ammunition depots at Osan and Kunsan.

Such moves as concentrating various offensive weapons, ammunition and fuel
and building military facilities on a grand scale are acts seen only on the
eve of war.

This is a reckless U.S. maneuver to convert South Korea into a dangerous
powder keg and to instigate the South Korean puppets to light the fuse of war
in Korea whenever desired. This behavior by the U.S. imperialists shows that
they are interested not in peace and the peaceful reunification of Korea, but
in national division and war.

The United States 1is expanding military assistance to the South Korean puppets
as part of their scheme to prop up the shaky colonial rule in South Korea

and accelerate the "two Koreas" plot and war preparations. By transferring
more lethal weapons to South Korea, the U.S. imperialists attempt to give a
shot in the arm to the puppets, who are rejected by the people and staggering
in a crisis of survival, and to continuously drive them to the road of na-
tional division and war. ‘




The Pak Chong-hui puppet clique, which is trying to find a way to survive
through war and fascist oppressive rule, works frantically to take advantage
of the weapons supplied by its U.S. master to strengthen its savage oppres-
sion of the people and accelerate war preparations.

Since the provocative "joint South Korea-U.S. military exercise' last March,
the South Korean puppets and the U.S. imperialists have carried out war
exercises almost every day in the skies and on the land and sea, such as
naval exercises on the east, west and south seas and firing, landing and
infiltration exercises carried out on a massive scale along the military
demarcation line, simulating an attack against the northern half of the
republic,

The stern reality elequently proves that in Korea the 'threat of invasion
from the north" does not exist; rather, the danger of a war of aggression
against the north is growing dally.

The United States is accelerating arms buildup and war preparations in
South Korea and, to conceal this, uses the signboard of "troop withdrawal"
as a smokescreen, WNot only does the United States openly try to reduce to
nothing even the formal troop withdrawal plans by amending them again and
" again, it is also increasing U.S. forces occupying South Korea.

According to a U.S. State Department announcement, the number of U.S. troops
occupying South Korea as of the end of March showed an increase of about 900
over the number at the end of last year. The United States also plans to
beef up its air force in South Korea by 20 percent. This clearly shows that
the so-called troop withdrawal plans formulated by the U.S. imperialists are
nothing but a crafty ruse to deceive world public opinion.

All the facts show that the U.S. imperialists are not inclined to withdraw
from South Korea, but intend to freeze Korea's division by force of arms,
holding on to South.Korea indefinitely as their colony and military base and
cherishing the ambition to invade the northern half with South Korea as a
foothold.

Because of the schemes of the U.S. imperialists and the South Korean puppets
for national division and war, tension in Korea is on the rise. This is a
grave obstacle to Korea's peace and independent and peaceful reunification
and a threat to peace in Asia.

That the U.S. imperialists are amassing lethal weapons and military equip-

"ment and accelerating war preparations in South Korea is an intolerable
challenge to the Korean and world people who seek peace in Korea and Korea's
peaceful reunification. The United States should stop assisting and propping
up the South Korean puppets with the force of arms and should completely with-
draw all means of war including U.S. troops and nuclear weapons from South
Korea as soon as possible. . If the United States continues to cling to schemes
for interference and war in Korea, no good results will await it.

[Text] U.S. Secretary of State Vance recently announced a so-called state-
ment of policy on use of nuclear weapons. In this connection the U.S. authori-
ties said that Vance's statement includes the U.S. intention to permit the use
- of nuclear weapons against the DPRK. This means that the U.S. imperialists
will not hesitate to use nuclear weapons against us on the pretext of a non-
existent '"threat of aggression against the south."

Such remarks by the U.S. authorities, when all the world people are actively
struggling against nuclear weapons, reveal the U.S. imperialists' dirty
nature as nuclear war maniacs. This is an outrageous threat and blackmail
and a vicious provocation against the Korean people. The U.S. imperialists'
raving about using nuclear weapons against us shows the wicked nature of
their Korea policy and reveals that the preparations for another Korzan war
which they are frenziedly expediting are, by nature, preparations for a
nuclear war.

In reality, the U.S. imperialists have long been pushing ahead with prepara-
tions in South Korea for a nuclear war. They declared South Korea a '"poten-
tial war area," and so deployed massive nuclear weapons. They have continuously
threatened and blackmailed us with nuclear weapons.

Furthermore, former U.S. Seéretary of Defense, Schlesinger, commenting on
nuclear war, outrageously raved about dealing a blow into somebody's "heart.”
That the U.S. authorities have now uncovered their intention to use nuclear
weapons against us shows that the U.S. imperialists' military policy against
the Korean people has not changed, but follows the same wicked course.

In the "U.S.-South Korea joint military exercise" conducted in March, the
U.S. war maniacs dragged into South Korea and around it such nuclear capability
weapons as lance missiles, B-52 strategic bombers and nuclear carriers and,




furthermore, conducted nuclear weapons launching exercises. They have said
that they will have more such military exercises in the future. There is
no doubt that such military exercises, which are conducted continuously in
South Korea, where massive nuclear weapons are deployed, are aimed at
strengthening preparations for nuclear war.

The United States has deployed nuclear weapons at such bases surrounding

South Korea as Japan and Okinawa in preparation for a Korean war, and has
mounted nuclear weapons on the warships of the U.S. 7th Fleet, which is on
stand-by status to be mobilized to Korea. Seen in this light, the U.S.
authorities' raving can be construed as disclosing the U.S. imperialists' dark
intention to accelerate preparations for nuclear war against the Korean people.

The U.S. war maniacs use nuclear weapons to try to achieve something by
threatening us on one hand, and on the other hand scheme to encourage the
South Korean puppet clique and further drive it along the road of military
provocations and adventures against the northern half of the republic--along
the road of division and war.

The U.S. imperialists' maneuvers for nuclear war preparations do not corres-
pond at all to their frequent talk that they want peace in Korea. This o
clearly shows that the U.S. imperialists, by resorting to a cunning, two-
faced strategy, wickedly attempt to cover up with the veil of peace their
frenzied maneuvers for arms reinforcement and new war preparations--par-
ticularly nuclear war preparations.'

The U.S. war maniacs are nuclear war maniacs holding the signboard of peace.
The U.S. imperialists' preparation for nuclear war and their aggressive out-
burst that they will use nuclear weapons against us make us further question
the U,S. plan to withdraw troops from South Korea.

The United States is now constantly retreating from its troop withdrawal
pledge. It is talking about troop withdrawal, but in reality is increasing
its aggressive strength--particularly its air force strength~-in South Korea,
and transferring huge quantities of weapons of mass destructions to the

South Korean puppet clique. On 12 June, the United States announced that it
would usher into South Korea the nuclear-capable F-111 fighter-bombers. Fur-
thermore, the attempt to hush up the matter of withdrawing troops from South
Korea emerges among the U.S. imperialists. '

The U.S. imperialists' frenzied arms reinforcement under the signboard of
"troop withdrawal" is aimed at maintaining their military occupation of
South Korea and keeping South Korea as their colony and military base. Thus
they intend to obstruct Korea's reunification, fabricate "two Koreas" and,
using South Korea as a stepping stone, realize their ambitions toward our
republic. The U.S. war maniacs' provocative outburst about using nuclear
weapons against us more clearly reveals the wicked purpose which they are
pursuing under the signboard of the troop withdrawal.

The transportation fighters and Three Revolutions Team members of the
Railroad Department are upholding that three transportation guidelines of
concentrated transportation, cargo container transportation and joint
transportation set forth originally by the great leader, and are vigorously
carrying out a struggle to carry more freight to overfulfill greatly the
freight transportation plan every month and every period.

Youthful spirit overflows, and new miracles and innovations arise wherever
there are railroads and locomotives.

"Relieving the transportation strain is a very urgent problem for further-
ing the country's current overall economic construction. We must place
major emphasis on the development of transportation in order to smoothly
insure the rapidly growing transportation demand."

In particular, an important success achieved in the railway transport sector
during the Six-Year Plan period was the transforming of our country's rail-
roads into a more powerful and more chuche socialist railway transport by
further solidly setting up the material and technological foundations of
railway transport and establishing a more rational transportation system.
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During this period, the transportation fighters carried out vigorously the
struggle to realize the great leader's far-sighted vision of railroad elec-
trification and newly electrified many sections including the steep, material-
requiring lines between Chongjin and Musan, Chongjin and Najin, and Pyongyang

Today our railroads have been electrified from Pyongyang to Najin in the
northern extremity and from Sinuiju in the northwestern extremity through
Pyongyang to Madong in the sourth on trunk lines as well as various in-
terior branch lines, so that nearly 70 percent of our railway freight is
carried by electric locomotives. ’

The railroad sector has based itself on chuche industry to arrange solidly
its carriage bases, and has many various kinds of freight cars, including
modern electric locomotives, internal combustion locomotives and heavy-
duty freight cars and oil tank cars; it has put great emphasis on the auto-
mation of railway transport to automate and semi-automate many sections and
station areas so as to greatly increase its train organization capacity.

[Text] In today's circumstances in which the entire country is seething with-
a mass struggle to greet the 30th anniversary of the republic with lofty
political zeal and brilliant labor achievements, and in which proud achieve-~
ments have been attained in rice and corn transplantation, effectively uti-
lizing and fully economizing on every drop of water by properly carrying out
water conservation work is one of the most important tasks assigned the
agricultural sector.
