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DECISION PROCESS TO IDENTIFY LESSONS FOR TRANSITION TO A DISTRIBUTED 
(OR BLENDED) LEARNING INSTRUCTIONAL FORMAT 
 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
  
Research Requirement: 
 

At the request of the U.S. Army Infantry School (USAIS) Office of the G-3, the Army 
Research Institute (ARI) Fort Benning Field Unit analyzed 51 selected Programs of Instruction 
(POIs) to evaluate course content for potential transition to a distributed (or blended) learning 
format. 

 
Procedure:  
 

A mixed-methods approach, combining qualitative coding procedures with basic statistical 
analyses, was used to assess 2,065 lessons within the sample of POIs.  From the initial qualitative 
analysis, lessons were coded into a thematic structure and a decision process was developed to 
classify lessons into groups on the basis of whether they were transitionable to a distributed (or 
blended) learning format.  The decision process was applied to the sample of POIs and high 
potential courses were identified on the basis of the prevalence of transitionable lessons within 
each course. 
 
Findings:  
 

The sample of POIs contained lessons that fall into three basic categories: (1) Practicing a 
Procedure, (2) Reflecting on Concepts, and (3) Interacting with Others.  These lesson types are set 
in the context of Administering the Course.  Each of the categories respectively maps onto a 
learning goal: (1) Performing Actions to Standard, (2) Understanding and Using Information, and 
(3) Building Relationships, respectively.  Administering the Course has as its goal to Facilitate the 
Learning Process.  Lessons within each course (or POI) were categorized into three types: (1) fully 
transitionable to distributed learning (dL) format, (2) partially transitionable and/or also requiring 
a blended dL component, or (3) not transitionable.  Determinations of category membership were 
made on the basis of whether the course content indicated a need for face-to-face or real time 
interaction with other Soldiers and/or with equipment (i.e., partial or blended transition), or could 
be presented in an online format that could be accessed at anytime without undermining the 
specified goals of the training (i.e., fully transitionable). Each of these lesson types described 
above are transitionable to a dL format in varying degrees, with Reflecting on Concepts tending to 
be the most highly transitionable type of lesson (assuming that standard, stand-alone computer-
based instruction is being utilized).  Practicing a Procedure would tend to be the least 
transitionable type of lesson, requiring either specialized equipment and/or the feedback of an 
expert trainer on the Soldier’s performance. 

 
The POIs for the Maneuver Captains’ Career Course had the most course content that was 

fully transitionable to a dL format, followed by the Central Command (CENTCOM) Theatre 
Specific Individual Requirement Training (TSIRT), the Maneuver Advanced Non-Commissioned

Officer Course for Indirect Fire Infantrymen, and the Infantry Captains’ Career Course.  These 
courses tended to be very concept, rather than practice, oriented.  
 

The POIs with the greatest amount of blended and/or partial transition course content were 
Javelin Gunner Course, Infantry Pre-Command Course, Stryker Brigade Combat Team (SBCT) 
Leaders’ Course, Indirect Fire Infantryman, Infantryman Military Occupational Skill Qualification 
(MOSQ), Javelin Train-the-Trainer Course, Land Warrior Operator Course, Mechanized Leaders’ 
Course (M2A3 Weapons System), and the Basic Officer Leaders (Direct Commissioned) Course.  
These courses tend to be practice oriented, but also have significant conceptual content. 

 
An Appendix containing all lessons by course is provided to describe the specific content 

of each course assessed and the results of the applied coding scheme and decision process. While 
the titles of some courses used in this report have been revised since the sample of POIs were 
collected, or the courses are currently under revision, the titles of the course POIs that composed 
the sample for this analysis are those used in the original sample of POIs. 
 
Utilization and Dissemination of Findings: 
 
 Findings may be used by U.S. Army Infantry School (USAIS) G-3 and related 
organizations to assess course content within their respective curricula for development of 
distributed learning and/or blended learning instructional materials.  The analysis methodology 
and/or decision process may also be adapted for use by other residential training institutions to 
evaluate course content for transition. 
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DECISION PROCESS TO IDENTIFY LESSONS FOR TRANSITION TO A DISTRIBUTED 
(OR BLENDED) LEARNING INSTRUCTIONAL FORMAT 

 
INTRODUCTION 

 
Since the late 1990’s, the U.S. Army has been selectively transitioning residential courses 

to an online, distributed learning (dL) format, making use of information technology to provide 
on-demand training opportunities to Soldiers stationed around the world (Stouffer, 1998).   
Residential training institutions are reviewing their respective curricula to identify high potential 
modules and lessons that may be transitioned to an online format without diminishing training 
quality (Weinstein & Dolezalek, 2008). 

 
Distributed learning (dL) is (1) an instructional format in which (2) instructors and 

trainees are in different locations, and (3) educational resources (e.g., reading materials, movies, 
etc.) are stored and accessed by way of computer-based communications technology (Belanich, 
Moses, & Orvis, 2005, p. 3).  dL ideally provides the benefits of course development, 
distribution and administration on an economy of scale, while retaining characteristics of 
anytime, anywhere access and customizable instruction (Peters, 1993).   

 
To assist the U.S. Army Infantry School (USAIS) in selecting lessons for transition to a 

dL format the investigators developed and applied a decision process based on 51U.S. Army 
Infantry School (USAIS) Programs of Instruction (POIs).1  This analysis is intended to 
supplement and perhaps simplify existing dL decision processes by providing an analytic 
approach that will allow administrators to identify lessons in their curriculum that may be 
transitioned readily to a dL format.  

 
Existing Distributed Learning Decision Criteria 

 
Facing a research question similar to that addressed here, Stouffer (1998) compiled a 

database of Department of Defense (DOD) institutional skill training courses and coded them 
according to the International Standard Classification of Education.  This database was used to 
address questions about distance learning conversion and consolidation of contemporary training 
media being used across the Services.  The basic question she sought to answer was: what 
already-developed instructional media can DOD share across the Services as well as with other 
government agencies and civilian educational institutions and businesses?  This approach 
addressed courses using a system of classification that did not take into account the specified 
activities and concepts to be trained in a course to determine whether it would be suitable to 
transition the lesson to dL.  For an example, a question might concern whether the U.S. Army 
could effectively use training developed by General Motors to instruct Soldiers on Wheeled 
Vehicle Maintenance, but it did not address the specific lessons that composed a current POI for 
this topic.

Other Army training institutions may apply the techniques described, with appropriate modifications, to assessments 
of their own curricula. 
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In contrast to this approach, the U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) 
have discussed a focus on three central criteria to guide decision-makers in determining whether 
instructional materials are best provided in a technology-based or face-to-face instructional 
format (Dr. Jennifer Tucker, Personal Communication, 16 Oct, 2007).  These criteria include: an 
assessment of sensory information, environmental complexity, and observation/feedback 
requirements.  First, when assessing a particular lesson for transition to dL, administrators need 
to consider whether the Soldier’s present sensory information and/or experience is vital to 
making the training effective and transferable to the field.  For instance, Soldiers learning to use 
a Single Channel Ground and Airborne Radio System (SINCGARS) or to zero an M-16 rifle 
may benefit most from hands-on experiences using that equipment, under the guidance of a 
knowledgeable non-commissioned officer (NCO).  The reason for this is that Soldiers may not 
acquire skills as readily from only being told about how the equipment is used.  The problem 
remains, however, that the most advanced Army equipment is far more available in operational 
contexts than in training contexts; training developers and instructors must work within the limits 
of available resources, and virtual simulations are sometimes more accessible than the actual 
resource.   

 
Second, maintaining the environmental complexity necessary for high fidelity training is 

important in that it prepares Soldiers to function effectively in a variety of real world contexts.  
Given current distributed learning technologies, mountaineering or parachuting are unlikely to be 
trained in an online format when the Army needs Soldiers to perform effectively in an 
operational environment.  To train beyond general familiarity, the problem becomes one of 
exposing Soldiers to, and training them in, appropriate environmental conditions. 

 
Finally, if training concerns complex task performance and requires on-the-spot 

observation and feedback from a subject matter expert, it is best not transitioned to an online 
format.  As Boyce, Lavoie, Streeter, Lochbaum, and Psotka (2008) noted: Junior officers tend to 
express the greatest confidence in their learned skills and satisfaction with their learning 
experience when they have been instructed face-to-face by a uniformed military officer.  The 
TRADOC criteria focus on the fidelity of the training experience and on the task performance 
context in developing essential tacit/performance-oriented knowledge.  

 
Dr. Robert J. Seidel of the Army Research Institute has developed a complementary set 

of criteria in which the logistical concerns of training are emphasized (Personal Communication, 
October 17, 2007).  Seidel’s considerations include: (1) length of course, (2) stability of course, 
(3) number of trainees, (4) travel costs of trainees and (5) instructor availability, among other 
factors.  His considerations also include course-content specific criteria: (1) whether the course 
has a hands-on requirement and (2) whether the content is interchangeable with civilian skills, 
etc.   

 
From a problem-based learning perspective, core questions one needs to address when 

assessing course content: (1) What is the learner being trained to do? (2) What is the 
context/situation in which he or she is being trained? and (3) What is the context/situation in 
which he or she is going to be expected to apply what has been learned? (cf. Savery & Duffy, 
1995).  An analysis on the basis of these questions focuses on the real world problems that 
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Soldiers are being asked to solve and the specific tasks they engage in to solve these problems as 
well as an analysis of the fidelity of instructional context and/or course logistics. 

 
The Army’s Digital Training Resources 

 
Ongoing deployments and force generation requirements have placed continuous 

pressure on TRADOC and the Army’s residential training institutions.  In response, initiatives 
have been underway that use internet-based training technologies to meet Soldiers’ training 
needs across a greater variety of geographic locations.  One of these initiatives is The Army 
Distributed Learning Program (TADLP).  TADLP was begun to enable the Army to develop, 
deliver and manage computer-based distance instruction for Soldiers.  It is anticipated that the dL 
mode of instruction will allow Soldiers greater flexibility in meeting training needs, will address 
the time and geographic constraints common to residential training, and will shorten in-residence 
training times.  The Army Learning Management System (ALMS) has been developed to store 
course materials online and to assist Soldiers in managing their refresher, prerequisite and 
course-level training.  Through the ALMS system, it is anticipated that computer delivered 
instruction will continue to become a significant feature of U.S. Army training.2 

 
Many digital resources are already available, providing Army personnel with access to 

needed information to meet career and training goals.  Army Knowledge Online (AKO), as well 
as other digital resources such as the Reimer Digital Library, allows Soldiers access to mission 
critical training when needed.  Many online lessons that teach/refresh essential Warrior Skills are 
available in digital format and are already being used as instructional content and reference 
materials by Soldiers in the field.  The fidelity and accuracy of training, as well as its 
accessibility, are significant concerns in transitioning instructional materials to a distributed 
learning format (Sims, Burke, Metcalf, & Salas, 2008). 
 

A Digital Training Alternative: Blended Learning 
 
Corporations and educational institutions have undertaken similar initiatives and, over the 

past decade, have begun to embrace computer-based training that incorporates both the 
accessibility benefits of storing course materials online (allowing for anytime, anywhere access) 
as well as the social networking and communication capabilities of the Internet (Sims, Burke, 
Metcalf, & Salas, 2008).  Courses of this type are often referred to as hybrid or blended courses, 
given that they blend a traditional online presentation of course materials with a specific training 
plan that involves open-ended, synchronous social interactions among individuals who are 
enrolled in a course that may take place either face-to-face or be mediated by way of a 
technological medium. 

 
Blended learning may also incorporate varying degrees of face-to-face and online 

interaction among participants in a course.  With the added social interaction, a blended learning 
training approach facilitates collaborative and knowledge-sharing learning situations.  This type 
of learning situation emphasizes field experiences and applications of knowledge.  The pure dL 
training approach tends to emphasize a model of learning that focuses on a structured

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presentation of factual knowledge, assessment and feedback opportunities, and predetermined or 
user-customizable interface to guide the learner through the material (Tucker, McGilvray, 
Leibrecht, Strauss, Perrault, & Gesselman, 2009).  To use Army examples, the social facilitation 
of the blended learning format, combining both real-time or near real-time communication, may 
be appropriate to sharing “lessons learned” types of knowledge whereas pure distributed 
learning, in the form of an encapsulated/published training product (e.g., a CD-based training 
simulation program), is appropriate to training formalized doctrine.  The Army requires both 
these training modalities and has established an online venue to consolidate lessons from the 
contemporary operational environment (COE) and to facilitate discussion concerning 
applications of techniques, tactics and doctrinal development.3 
 

The Intent of the Present Investigation 
 

The current period of transitioning existing courses to a distributed learning (dL) format, 
standardizing the online content, and developing a worldwide infrastructure to store, manage and 
provide access to computer-based training is presenting the Army with significant challenges.  
dL is not a solution that can be applied to all Army course content and training activities.  For 
some types of course content and training activities, a full transition to dL would likely not meet 
the Army’s training objectives, as would be the case with mountaineering training for Army 
Rangers.  In order to help focus efforts on transitioning appropriate course materials to dL 
format, this research analyzed the lessons within a sample of 51 Army Infantry Programs of 
Instruction (POI) in order to develop (1) a general description of the characteristics of the content 
of the lessons described within the POIs and (2) a decision process for making initial decisions 
concerning the appropriateness of particular lessons for transition to a dL format based on types 
of course content. 

 
The current investigation identified potential avenues of training development for USAIS 

and focused on 2,065 lessons that composed a sample of 51 USAIS POIs.  The information in 
this report is intended to support USAIS in making key decisions concerning whether course 
material, as described in a POI, is amenable to a full transition to dL multimedia or partial 
transition to a blended learning format, combining dL multimedia with technologies that 
facilitate social interaction.  Along with a decision process, the investigators hoped to give 
decision-makers a feel for the landscape of dL transition possibilities within a particular 
Schoolhouse curriculum.   For Army personnel across Schoolhouses, this report may serve as a 
case study to guide them in identifying aspects of their own curriculum appropriate for transition 
to dL.  It describes how to derive a systematic process to support initial decision-making 
concerning dL transition, when an administrator is faced with limited time and a large body of 
qualitative and quantitative information to evaluate. Two Appendices accompany the analysis 
provided in this document.  First, Appendix A was developed to present POIs prioritized by 
prevalence of course content transitionable either to a full dL or partial/blended dL format.  
Second, Appendix B presents POI content at the lesson-level as it was coded for the 
investigation.

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While a number of dL transition decision processes have been proposed, the process we 
describe here focuses first on course content at the lesson level and thereby addresses specific 
concerns faced by USAIS in developing training appropriate to their particular curriculum.  The 
decision process is compatible with preexisting proposals, except that it derives from specific 
USAIS data rather than from general theoretical work.  While the findings are particular to this 
sample (and this limits the generalizability of results) it may be beneficial for other Schoolhouses 
to initiate similar assessments of their local curricula in order to address the changes initiated by 
TADLP. 

 
METHODOLOGY AND METHOD 

 
This analysis used a mixed-method research technique that merged both qualitative 

coding procedures and basic descriptive statistical analyses.  The technique focused the 
assessment first at the level of the lesson and then built toward a description of the sample in 
both qualitative and quantitative terms.  The investigators used the statistical software SPSS 
version 14 (SPSS, Inc., 2005, Chicago, IL.) for coding procedures and statistical analyses.  The 
coding procedures used were adapted from those described in Grounded Theory method (cf. 
Creswell, 1997; Glaser & Strauss, 1967) and other linguistics-based interpretive methods (cf. 
Ryan & Bernard, 2000).  These techniques served to develop (1) a thematic description of the 
structure of the sample, (2) quantitative measures on which to conduct a statistical analysis of the 
sample and (3) a decision process based on existing assessment criteria and on the specifics of 
this set of POIs, allowing us to identify lessons and courses for full, for partial (blended), or for 
no transition to dL. 

 
Fifty-one (51) USAIS POIs—including 379 topics/modules and 2,065 lessons—served as 

the sample for this investigation.  These POIs were identified by USAIS as having potential 
avenues for dL development.  See Table of Contents prefacing Appendix B for the list of 
included POIs.  While POIs have varying levels of detail, a POI document generally provides 
course-level information concerning: (1) an overview of a course and its prerequisites, (2) the 
breakdown of academic and administrative time within a course, (3) the sequence of modules (or 
general topics) to be covered, (4) a description of lesson titles, actions, conditions and standards 
as well as (5) basic logistics and course administration information (e.g., average and maximum 
enrollments; the number of rounds needed for an M-249 marksmanship lesson; what Army Field 
or Technical Manuals serve as references; what items are needed for in-class lectures).   

  
Here, the terms ‘course’ and ‘POI’ are treated as closely related.  Information given in a 

POI prescribes the manner in which a course is taught.  A POI lists the resources necessary for 
teaching a course, the information/practices to be trained, how the material should be trained, 
and the general training schedule; thus, an approved POI represents an administrative and 
institutional endorsement and a provision of support for formal training on that material.  POIs 
have the administrative function of standardizing what happens in course-level training.  The 
contents of POIs are organized into subgroups of modules and lessons.  A module is a group of 
related lessons defined in terms of a general topic; a lesson is more specific than, but is 
nonetheless related to, a module and includes directives to the instructional Cadre concerning 
information to be taught, procedures to be performed, materials to be used, etc., in conducting 
training.  See Table 1 for summary descriptions of these categories.   
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Table 1

POI Program of Instruction;  A document that Army Schools and Cadre use to 

determine, approve and catalog course content, procedures, topics, etc., as 
well as a guide Cadre and Soldiers in conducting a course. 

 
Course A period of instruction enacted within, or supported by, an Army training 

institution and described/guided by an associated POI. 
 

Module A group of lessons that are presented in terms of a common topic within a 
POI. 

 
Lesson A specific description of a topic in terms of instructional material, 

procedures, resources and content that guides an instructor in his/her 
training activities. 

 
* The order in which constructs are listed is not intended to imply that each subsequent construct is 
subsumed within the one listed above it.  While this can be said of lessons being subsumed within 
modules and modules within POI’s, Courses and POIs are constructs at a parallel level of specificity. 
 

 
General Description of the Sample 

 
Table 2 provides a general statistical description of the sample in terms of the modules 

and lessons in the sample of N=51 POIs.  On the basis of the characteristics of the distribution 
for these data, median values were selected to describe the sample.  Based on median values, the 
most representative POI for this sample consists of 5 modules and 22 lessons, with 
approximately 4 lessons per module.

Qualitative Characteristics of Lessons 

 
The first step in any qualitative analysis of textual data is to identify appropriate units of 

analysis (Ryan & Bernard, 2000).  In this sample, the units of analysis for qualitative coding 
were lessons, which consisted of four parts: lesson titles, actions, conditions, standards.  Most of 
the lessons specify educational content, i.e., what and how a Soldier learns during a period of 
instruction.  A smaller subset of lessons specifies administrative content, i.e., what the Cadre 
does in order to instruct and assess Soldiers.  See Table 3 for a description and an example of 
lesson-level units of analysis.

* In U. S. Army Programs of Instruction, lessons are composed of titles, actions, conditions, and standards.  Training 
activities are specified at the lesson level.  The example given is from the Vehicle Maintenance lesson, CMF 11 
Common Module, Basic Non-Commissioned Officer Course. 

 
Interpretation and analysis of lesson-level data was completed in two stages.  In the first 

stage, lesson titles, actions, conditions, and standards were coded into an initial set of themes.  
Initial themes were then refined during subsequent coding sessions within an SPSS database.  In 
the second stage, the lessons were coded into exclusive categories and were analyzed statistically 
in order to assess relationships among lesson characteristics and to develop a decision process for 
assessing the dL transition potential for each lesson and, in aggregate, for each module and 
course.  The following sections detail the qualitative and quantitative data treatment procedures. 

 
Interpretation and Coding 

 
Open and axial coding, common qualitative data analysis techniques, were used in 

developing a coding scheme.  This approach was chosen for two reasons: (1) open and axial 
coding are well-accepted procedures in education research and other social science disciplines 
for developing a thematic description of a sample of qualitative data and (2) these procedures 
help an investigator in tracking interpretive decisions systematically, which is useful for 
reflecting on and refining the coding process (Creswell, 1998).  In open coding, an initial set of 
codes were developed to categorize lessons into groups.  Following this procedure, axial coding 
was used to combine the initial set of grouped lessons into more general categories.   
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The thematic description of lesson-level content was derived through an iterative 
interpretive process of coding and recoding each lesson and then checking the thematic 
descriptors against an emerging understanding of the structure of meaning in the total sample (cf. 
Gadamer, 1960; Linge, 1976).  While the set of meanings that emerged from this process are 
specific to the USAIS sample of POIs, a similar structure may be applicable to other Army 
curricula.  

 
 A parsimonious coding system has been produced when an investigator has derived a 

minimal set of categories that make sense for describing the sample and he or she has crossed 
checked this coding system for consistency, addressing and qualifying inconsistent findings with 
reference to the original texts (Ryan & Bernard, 2000).  It is a rigorous and systematic approach 
to working with qualitative data. 

 
Open coding, as applied here, allowed the investigators to identify and consolidate 

categories within the sample based on a case-by-case analysis of lessons.  Axial coding then 
allowed fewer and more general categories to be developed based on the initial open coding 
structure.  For statistical description, exclusive categories were then coded.  Although it was 
necessary to assume exclusive groups for purposes of statistical analysis, the data in fact 
indicated that a few lessons are a blend of the categories derived.  When a lesson could be 
located across categories, its membership was determined based on the most salient training 
objective for the lesson and with reference to relevant U. S. Army field and technical manuals.  
The consequence of this coding procedure results in some lessons being classified as more 
appropriate for partial/blended transition to dL, when the decision process (addressed below) is 
applied to the sample.  

 
The iterative coding process used for this investigation converged from a diverse set of 

categories to fewer and more inclusive groups.  The preliminary coding scheme emerged with 14 
groups; the final coding scheme collapsed the 14 groups into 4.  The 4 code scheme is based on 
characteristics that were meaningfully associated across the sample—i.e., classroom instruction 
being combined with a conceptual learning goal, or field instruction with a procedural learning 
goal.  In other words, Lesson Titles, Actions, Conditions, and Standards as descriptors formed 
consistent patterns throughout the sample.  It is on the basis of systematically interpreting these 
patterns that the minimal number of categories was derived to describe the content of lessons 
within the sample. 

 
Model Describing Lesson-Level Content 

 
Based on the qualitative coding techniques used in developing a thematic description of 

course content and in classifying each lesson, three themes were identified as describing course 
content and one as describing the context for these other themes.  The three focal themes are (1) 
Practicing a Procedure (Performing to Standard), (2) Reflecting on Concepts (Understanding 
and Using Information), and (3) Interacting with Others (Relationship Building).  The context 
for these themes is Administering the Course (Facilitating the Learning Process).  See Figure 1 
for the thematic model.  The thematic categories reflect that the investigators have assumed it is 
the actions and goals specified at the lesson-level—particularly how to properly train these

actions to reach the specified learning goal—that are of significant concern when transitioning 
course content to a dL modality.4

research project.  Ideally, multiple raters would have conducted the coding and an interrater reliability would be 
presented to indicate level of agreement between (or among) raters.  In lieu of this, Appendix B presents the coding 
for each of the 2,065 lessons evaluated for the reader to evaluate. 
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In the thematic model, the training-related activity specified in a lesson is described first 
(followed by its more general training goal).  The first three themes describe the learners’ 
activities when actively engaging in training; the fourth theme describes what the 
instructor/administrator does when facilitating the learners’ activities (creating a context for 
learning).  The training objectives were determined with respect to the thematic structure derived 
from the sample and those specified in the sample and related course materials.  Courses, 
modules, and lessons—while perhaps emphasizing a particular activity/objective—are in fact an 
amalgam of training activities and objectives, emerging within the context of the administrative 
activities of an Army training institution and affiliated Cadre. 

 
Here, one may recall that themes are not purely distinct categories.  They are instead 

meaningful points of focus within a sample of data; that is, points of concentration that have a 
center consisting of the purest cases associated with a particular meaning and peripheral cases 
that pick up some of the character of the meanings of other themes while retaining their most 
salient connection to the central meaning.  In technical terms, a theme—as a type of construct—
tends to have an oblique underlying factor structure (with a fuzzy boundary) rather than an 
orthogonal factor structure (with a definitive boundary).  In Figure 1, this interrelatedness is 
noted by the lines that connect together the three central meanings that compose the figure. 

 
Ground/Context: Administering the Course (Facilitating the Learning Process).  

Although specified at the lesson level, administrative activities are primarily within the domain 
of the training institution, installation facilities management and the Cadre, rather than the 
Soldiers-in-training.  Course administration is essential in structuring training activities and 
facilitating the learning process.  Thus, in Figure 1 the Administering the Course serves as a 
ground that contextualizes and gives coherence to all other structured training activities.  The 
thematic structure is also meant to imply that any broad change in instructional training modality 
(such as transition to dL) is necessarily going to be associated with changes in the administrative 
context, a situation that planners will need to carefully consider when transitioning course 
content.  Administering, developing and teaching an online course can easily be very time and 
labor intensive.  Instructors may invest comparable amounts of time to teaching an online course 
as they do face-to-face courses (especially outside of regular work hours), with students in 
different parts of the world and on different schedules often welcoming opportunities to interact 
with instructors and with each other (Trinidade, Carmo, & Bidarra, 2000).  The ongoing labor 
and costs of providing a high quality infrastructure to support these activities is essential. 

 
Theme 1: Practicing a Procedure (Performing to Standard).  This theme relates to 

lessons that describe practicing a complex task, such as using a weapon in a hands-on and/or 
field training situation.  The emphasis for this type of training is on a Soldier being able to 
perform to Army standard what is required to complete a task successfully.  The philosophy 
underlying this type of training activity is that a Soldier learns by practicing the task, making 
mistakes and honing skills in training, where the consequences of a mistake are less severe than 
in battle.  It is the paradigmatic case of training as we fight and the most prevalent type of 
training activity specified in the POIs. 

 
Theme 2: Reflecting on Concepts (Understanding and Using Information).  This theme 

focuses on acquiring, understanding and using factual information, doctrine and theory in 
support of professional military practice.  It sometimes concerns information that supports a 
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Soldier in performing a hands-on task (e.g., understanding the science of ballistics helping a 
Soldier to zero a weapon sight and engage targets at a distance).  In other cases, it may concern 
doctrine and appropriate applications (e.g., how an understanding of military tactics may allow a 
Platoon Sergeant to be aware of many—more or less viable—courses of action and to choose the 
best course of action).  It is a theme that reflects the Army’s focus on training Soldiers to be 
rapid and precise problem solvers and decision makers, to know the ‘Schoolhouse solution’ and 
to know how to adapt that solution when faced with an unfamiliar situation. 

 
Theme 3: Interacting with Others (Building Relationships).  This theme specifies training 

in “soft” social skills—e.g., leadership, team-building, self-confidence, conflict management, 
etc.  Often, these sorts of skills are learned through experiences interacting with others and thus 
have a tacit character.  Combatives is an interesting example in this regard: it is practice and 
performance oriented in one sense, and a strong example of confidence building, “buddy-
system” training in another.  Combatives fosters an aggressive will to succeed and builds 
camaraderie in the Force; it is also a skill to be used against an enemy in the rare occasion that all 
other fighting/survival tactics have failed or are inappropriate.  Other types of learning activities 
associated with this theme concern communication skills, such as those associated with 
preparing and delivering briefings, professional consultation with peers, or conducting after-
action reviews.  Lessons in this category are oriented toward producing a Soldier both proficient 
in communicating with and understanding others as well as in fighting an enemy in battle. 

 
See Table 4 for a description and examples of the coding categories. 
 

Quantitative Characteristics of Lesson-Level Content 
 
Once thematic categories were determined and lessons were assigned membership in 

exclusive groups, basic descriptive statistics were calculated concerning frequency and 
percentage of membership for each group.  The left-hand column of Table 3 presents the 
frequency and percentage of lessons for each thematic category. 

 
The most prevalent type of activity/objective described in the data concerns Practicing a 

Procedure, which accounts for 900 lessons (44% of the total 2,065 lessons).  Following this, 
Reflecting on Concepts accounts for 564 lessons (27%) and Interacting with Others, 155 lessons 
(8%).  The remaining lessons in the sample describe activities related to Administering the 
Course (n = 445, 22%).

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Quantitative Characteristics of the USAIS Course-Level Coding Scheme 
 

 The U. S. Army Infantry School employs a course-level, rather than lesson-level, coding 
scheme that consists of four exclusive course groups: (1) Functional Training (FUNC), (2) Initial 
Military Training (IMT), (3) Total Army Training System (TATS), and (4) Professional Military 
Education (PME).  FUNC courses predominate in the sample and account for 30 courses (59% of 
the total 51 courses); this is followed by IMT (10 courses, 20%), TATS (8 courses, 16%), and 
PME (3 courses, 6%).  At the lesson level, FUNC courses account for 847 lessons (41% of 2,065 
lessons); this is followed by IMT (n = 805; 39%), TATS (n = 336; 16%), and PME (n = 77; 4%).

Establishing a Decision Process 
  
The investigators defined three types of dL transition outcomes that would be relevant to 

the establishment of a decision process to identify Infantry curriculum course content by 
transition type.  These outcomes are (1) full, asynchronous transition (FT), (2) partial and/or 
blended transition (PBT), and (3) no transition (NT).  FT designates lesson-level content that can 
be transitioned in total to an anytime, anywhere digital media format, such as Interactive 
Multimedia Instruction (IMI).  PBT designates lesson-level content that is amenable in part to 
transition to digital media, yet still requires some synchronous communication and/or face-to-
face interaction to meet specified training objectives.  NT designates lesson-level content not 
amenable to transition. 

 
With respect to NT lesson-level content it is important to consider the following caveat 

and rationale for the decision process described below: The U.S. Army Infantry School faces a 
training dilemma that is not often present in industrial and academic contexts: it trains very 
dangerous procedures (e.g., parachuting), uses lethal technology (e.g., engaging targets with the 
.50 caliber machine gun) and the effectiveness of training, particularly for the Infantry, is 
indicated concretely in the number of casualties suffered with respect to those inflicted on the 
enemy.  Thus, the negative consequences that may be incurred as a result of inappropriate 
training are high.  dL-based refresher training that concerns skill maintenance, precautions and 
procedures may be useful as a follow-up to traditional training and not in lieu of hands-on 
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training.  The difference between (a) training that imparts knowledge about fighting and (b) 
training to be an able fighter is clear.  It is important that Army training focus on both the 
conceptual and procedural aspects of skills when developing instructional materials and 
curricula. 

 
With these considerations in mind, the investigators developed Figure 2 to illustrate the 

process used to code lesson-level content with respect to the FT, PBT and NT categories.  This 
approach is in accord with previous research and the unique characteristics of the U. S. Army 
Infantry School’s sample of POIs. 

 
The decision process begins at the top of the table and moves in numeric order through a 

series of yes-or-no questions that progressively cull NT lessons until reaching those that are 
either FT or PBT to dL.  The questions concern basic characteristics of the lessons and have been 
specifically developed to be in accord with the thematic description of lesson content given 
above.  In this way, each lesson could be classified into each of the transition outcome groups.  
Full Transition (FT) lessons account for 501 out of the total 2,065 lessons (24%), PBT for 536 
(26%), and NT for 1,028 (50%). 

 
The five-step decision model described here uses the categorical system outlined above to 

sort relevant lessons into groups.  The model is designed to aid the decision-maker by moving 
through a process of exclusion based on the characteristics of the lesson being evaluated for 
transition to dL.  The model first identifies lessons that are inappropriate for transition to dL, 
then identifies those that are appropriate for a blended learning transition (including both 
computer-based and face-to-face instruction) or a full transition, respectively. 

 
The first stage of the decision process is intended to remove lessons from consideration 

given that they require a specialized technology, weapons system, and/or field environment.  The 
second stage considers whether person-to-person and/or face-to-face interaction is required by 
the lesson.  The third stage specifies whether observation/evaluation of Soldier performance by a 
present Subject Matter Expert (SME) is required by the lesson.  The fourth stage asks whether 
this observation/evaluation can be mediated by a communications technology.  Finally, the fifth 
stage addresses whether or not the lesson focuses on conceptual skills and/or abstract knowledge.  
The process is intended to cull lessons from the total corpus being considered to identify those 
most suitable for transition to a distributed learning or a blended learning format.

Identifying Courses with High Potential for Transition to dL 
 
To identify high potential courses for USAIS G-3, the investigators calculated a 

standardized measure that compares and prioritizes FT and PBT content across courses.  Courses 
and their associated lessons were prioritized on the basis of a ratio that describes the extent to 
which the number of FT and PBT lessons in a particular course exceed (or do not exceed) an 
overall mean value for the total sample.  The expected value was calculated based on the relative 
proportions of FT and PBT lessons in the full sample.  For each course, then, the relative FT and 
PBT lessons were divided by the overall mean value (putting all courses on the same scale of 
comparison).  A course whose score exceeds a value of 1 indicates that it has higher than 
expected numbers of FT or PBT lessons.  Courses were ranked by their FT and PBT ratio scores; 
this ranking represents a measure of transition potential. 
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RESULTS 
 

Transition Type by Lesson Category 
 
When lessons are thematized on the basis of learning activities/objectives, three basic 

types emerge: (1) Practicing a Procedure, (2) Reflecting on Concepts, and (3) Interacting with 
Others.  These activities map onto the training objectives of Performing to Standard, 
Understanding and Using Information, and Building Relationships.  These three types of 
student-centered activities are made possible within a training context established by the Army 
institutions and the Drill Sergeants, Instructors, and Cadre.  Thus, the fourth group in the coding 
system is Administering the Course, which is associated with more general activities of 
Facilitating the Learning Process and supports the other three groups of activities/objectives. 

 
The most prevalent type of activity/objective described in the data set concerns 

Practicing a Procedure, which accounts for 900 lessons (44% of the total 2,065 lessons).  
Following this, Reflecting on Concepts accounts for 564 lessons (27%) and Interacting with 
Others, 155 lessons (8%).  The remaining lessons in the sample describe activities related to 
Administering the Course (n = 445, 22%).  Refer again to Table 3, in the previous section, for an 
overview of the training activity types and examples that support the proposed structure. 

 
The largest proportion of Full Transition (FT) lessons are found in the Reflecting on 

Concepts group, accounting for 494 lessons and 99% of the total FT group.  This is followed by 
6 lessons in the Practicing a Procedure group, which represents 1% of the total FT group, and 
Administering the Course, with 1 lesson (< 1%).  This single lesson concerns a Reading 
Diagnostic that is administered in the Infantry Captains’ Career Course.   

 
The largest proportion of Partial/Blended Transition (PBT) lessons are found in 

Practicing a Procedure thematic group, accounting for 377 lessons and 70% of the PBT group.  
The second largest proportion of PBT lessons is in Interacting with Others group, accounting for 
90 lessons (17% of PBT), and the third, Reflecting on Concepts, accounting for 69 lessons (13% 
of PBT).  There are no Administering the Course lessons in this group. 

 
The largest proportion of No Transition (NT) lessons are found in the Practicing a 

Procedure group, accounting for 517 (50% of the total NT lessons).  This is followed by 445 
lessons in the Administering the Course group (43% of the NT group).  Sixty-five (6%) of the 
NT lessons are coded in the Interacting with Others group.  One lesson (< 1%) in the Reflecting 
on Concepts group was included in the NT group; this lesson concerned an Independent Study 
for the International Officer Preparatory Course. The most frequently occurring NT lesson is 
procedure-oriented and trains rapid execution of dangerous and complex tasks and/or trains using 
a close-hold weapon or other technology. 

 
FT and PBT lessons were coded concerning whether the content is amenable to 

asynchronous (anytime, anywhere) presentation or requires additional technology to mediate 
(semi)synchronous communication.  Asynchronous lessons were not determined to require real 
time or semi-synchronous communication to accomplish the lesson objectives (as described in 
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the POI); Synchronous lessons, however, were determined to require some real time, or near real 
time, communication among participants in order to meet lesson objectives. 

 
All FT lessons were coded as asynchronous (n = 501).  In the PBT category, however, 89 

lessons were synchronous (17%) and 447 (83%) were asynchronous.  The relative proportions of 
synchronous and asynchronous course content can be modified to the degree to which the Army 
would like to have instructors involved in course administration and facilitation.  When making 
this determination, it is also important to consider how much interaction among Soldiers is 
necessary to accomplish training objectives.  Table 6 provides a summary of lesson counts by 
training activity and transition type.   

 
Transition Type by Course Category 

 
When analyzing dL transition types with respect to the USAIS course classification 

scheme, the highest number of FT lessons are found in IMT courses (209), followed by TATS 
(169), FUNC (116) and PME (7).   The highest number of PBT lessons are in the FUNC courses 
(238), followed by IMT (221), TATS (51), and PME (26).  For the NT lessons, the highest 
number are in the FUNC courses (493), followed by IMT (375), TATS (116) and PME (44).  
Summary information is presented in Table 7. 

 
Prioritization of Courses for Transition 

 
For the final set of analyses, courses were prioritized and ranked based on a calculation of 

the ratio of observed to expected FT and PBT lessons.  Values exceeding 1 were understood to 
indicate that a course has a higher than expected number of lessons in either the FT or PBT 
category.  Appendix Table A-1 and Appendix Table A-2 show the ranked courses.  USAIS may 
benefit by focusing its transitioning its development efforts on the courses highest in the ranking.  
The Top 10 courses for each group are indicated by designation above the triple-lined row break 
in the tables.  Appendix B is an Access database report that describes, for each course assessed, 
the associated modules and lessons as well their dL transition rating, activity/objective group 
membership, and whether they are amenable to synchronous or asynchronous presentation.  
Appendix B may be used to cross-check the investigators’ evaluations in order to make final 
decisions with respect to transitionable content.

DISCUSSION 
 
In order to help USAIS select course content for transition to a dL format, ARI analyzed 

a sample of 51 POIs that were selected by USAIS for assessment.  The focus of this analysis was 
on lesson-level content in order to identify high potential lessons for transition to a dL format 
based on POI-specified lesson level content and training objectives.  This analytic focus and the 
decision process developed tend to overlook logistical concerns, such as the cost to administer a 
course in a residential format.  The selection approach that will most likely lead to an ideal 
outcome for the Army will balance concerns about the appropriateness of the media being used 
to train specific instructional content, the quality of media being produced, as well as concerns 
about cost/resourcing.  This balance will enable to Army to accomplish the highest quality 
training possible without wasting limited time and resources producing ineffective computer-
based/multimedia training. 

 
Summary of Findings 

 
Within the USAIS sample, the investigators identified 501 (out of 2,065) lessons 

appropriate for a full transition to a digital/interactive multimedia format, and 536 (out of 2,065) 
lessons appropriate for a partial/blended transition to multimedia in combination with an 
appropriate communications technology, such as video-teleconferencing or email listserv, or 
other accommodation made to facilitate interaction between instructors and trainees as well as 
between trainees.5   

 
The largest number of full transition lessons are contained within IMT courses and the 

largest number of partial/blended transition courses are contained within FUNC courses.  
Likewise, the largest number of full transition lessons specify activities related to Reflecting on 
Concepts and the largest number of partial/blended courses specify activities related to 
Practicing a Procedure.  For IMT, the training context is particularly salient to Soldierization 
and ‘making real’ the world of the Army in transforming a recruit to a Soldier.  While much of 
the content of IMT training POIs suggest potential for transition, to do so could potentially 
undermine the social processes necessary for Soldiers to come to see themselves as Soldiers 
(Beal, 2009).  With respect to Functional Training, computer-based media can be developed and 
utilized to free-up in-class time to emphasize hands-on practice with the equipment/procedures 
being trained.  In the domain of digital systems training, however, it is possible to develop virtual 
interfaces similar to the device being trained, which may be used in training (cf. Tucker et al., 
2009). 

 
In identifying appropriate course content for transition, the conceptual information 

provided in initial military training may be amenable to transition to dL both for initial 
instruction and refresher training.  Procedural information, learned in functional courses, may be 
amenable to partial/blended transition for initial training and may be used in a distance learning 
context for refresher training and review.

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Residential and blended training has the advantage of fostering interpersonal 
communication among Soldiers.  Within the present sample of POIs, 8% of lessons dealt with 
activities specific to Interacting with Others.  This aspect of training is likely much higher in 
practice, however, as social interaction may be the backdrop for many procedural training 
activities.  Social presence, i.e., people being together in the same place, is the basis for much 
face-to-face instruction and is often taken as a given in the Army training context.  In addition, 
the current operational environment—one in which Soldiers find themselves in the roles of 
negotiators and diplomats as well as warfighters—necessitates that the Army maintain course 
content that focuses on “softer” social skills, which are ideally learned in a face-to-face training 
setting.  Some content is already being developed concerning cultural awareness and language 
learning, but this could be extended into areas of social decision-making, such as negotiation, 
mediation and conflict resolution. 

 
Course administration related activities are specified in 21.5% of the lessons analyzed in 

this investigation.  The thematic structure developed here emphasizes the importance of 
administrative activities in facilitating the learning process.  This function holds regardless of 
whether a course is being delivered in a residential or distance mode.  Administrative activities 
will need to be adapted to accord with the particular instructional modality, or blend of 
modalities, chosen for a course.  Where blended approaches are currently being applied, it is 
often the case that a Soldier is assumed to have completed a set of training prerequisites through 
dL before attending the residential portion of a course.  It may be useful to more closely combine 
the instructional modalities for blended training for in-residence, as well as distance, training.  
The instructors will be able to spend less residential training time on in-class lecture and more 
time imparting their expertise through hands-on training.  This shift in training emphasis may 
increase the logistical/scheduling pressures placed on institutions, such as greater demand for 
access to ranges or simulators. 

 
The decision process developed here moves through a sequence of steps that enables a 

training developer to exclude lessons on the basis of core instructional content.  Lessons that 
require a Soldier to have direct access to a close-hold technology or weapons system would most 
effectively be trained in a residential or other hands-on training context.  Lessons that emphasize 
structured forms of social interaction (such as sharing written responses to an assignment) may 
be trained effectively in a virtual environment.  However, when the lesson requires real time, 
person-to-person interaction, a virtual training environment may not be as effective.  For 
example, an AAR may be far less effective if the trainer is not present to observe training and 
discuss as a group the trainees’ decisions and behaviors during training.  Finally, the type of 
information to be trained most effectively in a virtual environment would seem to be conceptual 
skills and knowledge that can be readily communicated in spoken and/or written text or 
demonstrated visually over skills and knowledge that tend to be tacit and socially-oriented in 
character, deriving from experience over time in a particular type of context or situation 
(Polyani, 1967). 

 
Adapting to a Distributed/Blended Training Context 

 
Army Distributed Learning (dL) development efforts so far have been a tandem process 

of transitioning learning material to electronic multimedia format at the local level of Army 
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courses and schools, with administrative bodies (such as TADLP) emerging to consolidate the 
material being developed.  dL media development and dL program administration are activities 
that require somewhat different sets of skills and that elicit somewhat different sets of concerns: 
for example, deciding between learning achievement and/or cost savings as the most relevant 
measures of program effectiveness (Cianciolo, 2007).  The need to coordinate development and 
administrative processes, and balance respective evaluation criteria, is recognized as an 
important issue across organizational contexts. 

 
When developing dL courses, it may be useful to focus on necessary characteristics of the 

training environment, such as instructor presence, face-to-face interaction, or access to 
equipment and technology to bring about identifiable and measureable training outcomes 
(Garrison, 1993; Moore, 1993).  As trainers and educational researchers recognize the emerging 
costs and benefits of various approaches to training at a distance, blended learning is providing a 
viable alternative to pure plug-and-play dL (or pure face-to-face residential) training formats and 
expands the flexibility available to instructors and trainees to meet organizational training goals 
(cf. Anderson, 2003; Sims, Burke, Metcalf, & Salas, 2008). 

 
The Army may also benefit from investigating how to incorporate personal information 

technology and communications technologies into every Soldier’s core equipment.  It has been 
noted that in light of the TADLP initiatives, significant advantages may exist for an initiative 
making personal communication devices or low-cost, network-capable personal computers 
available to Soldiers for their initial and subsequent professional training (Duval, Personal 
Communication, 9 Nov 2007).  Such a program would ensure Soldiers’ access to requisite online 
training materials being developed. 

 
Implementations of dL can be critiqued on the grounds that too often the focus is on 

technological, design and application aspects, rather than on where dL fits within a complex 
training environment and what trade-offs are being made when instructional material is 
transitioned.  The Army has historically been innovative in utilizing a variety of training 
technologies and methods to meet its needs.  It is no different today with Mobile Training 
Teams, video-teleconferencing, and other blended learning approaches to Army training.  The 
Army will likely benefit by continuing to seek ways to integrate distributed learning technologies 
with its tradition of hands-on and collaborative approaches to training through interactive 
learning technologies. 

 
TRADOC TADLP was created to channel resources toward continuing to develop, 

evaluate and centrally manage Army dL instructional materials, courses and programs.  The 
TADLP initiative seeks “to enhance the readiness posture of the Army by distributing 
standardized training at the right place and time from Army training proponents to soldiers, 
leaders, and DA civilians in units and organizations Army-wide” (AR 350-1, 3 Aug 2007, p. 15).  
Having such a centralized dL initiative contributes to the development of ‘realistic, engaging and 
personal’ instruction, amenable to the current planning and distribution requirements of the 
Army (Belanich, Moses, & Orvis, 2005).  While this is a very useful program that contributes a 
great deal to Army training, this investigation would seem to indicate that it is not a panacea to 
be applied across the curricula of the residential training institutions without significantly 
affecting the appropriateness and quality of training provided to Soldiers.  This is particularly 
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true concerning the vast domain of procedural training that requires access to regulated and/or 
uncommon equipment and technology.  

 
When reflecting on U.S. Army training in a historical context, what comes to mind for 

many is residential classroom instruction, hands-on practice with specialized equipment, field 
exercises and face-to-face, real-time interaction among instructors and peers.  Nonresidential 
training—in the form of correspondence courses—has long been part of the Army curriculum 
and a number of distance e-learning programs were developed by the U. S. Army and the Army 
National Guard Bureau as early as 1995 (USGAO, 2003).  Even so, TRADOC initiatives have 
never been as focused on correspondence training and e-learning as they currently are on 
distributed learning technology.  Growth in the capabilities of computers and, in particular, 
networked information systems has increased the potential for using distributed modes of 
instruction.  This development is motivating significant Army-wide changes in training 
philosophy and practice (TPIO TADLP, dL Star, Sept 2007, p. 2-3).   

 
The U.S. Army sees in dL technology the potential for individualized, self-paced 

instruction, breaking down the ordinary geographic and temporal barriers to residential training.  
dL technology will enable Soldiers to meet 21st century operational and training needs in areas of 
decision-making, collaboration, flexibility, adaptability, and information management (Belanich, 
Moses, & Orvis, 2005).  It is important, however, for the Army to make a concerted and self-
conscious effort to maintain hands-on training as well as face-to-face interaction and mentoring 
as central aspects of professional instruction and development.
