The tables contain data reflecting cumber and kind of units,type of equipmfant, command of assign-
ment, deployment by geographicael marea, and operaticnal readiness of units, equipment, and crews.

The phrase "kind of unit" used in current fiseal year dats is synonymous with the phrase "type of

unit" used in tables prior to FY 1659.

DEFINITIONS.

COMBAT FLYING SUPPCRT FORCES - Flying units directly assigned to a strategic, sir defense, or tactical

force and which normally provide services for the mission to which assigned.

COMBAT GROUP - A USAF unit Iimmediately subordinate to a combat wing in which the primary mission is

combat.

COMBAT SQUADRO - A USAF wnit at level of command immediately below, and usually subordinate to, a
group in which the primary mission is combat.

Note: Combat squadrons not having a wing or group assignment are shown in wing equivalents on the
basis that three or four primary mission squadrons, depending on the kind of unit and location, are

the equivalent of a wing.

COMBAT WING - A USAF unit on a level of command below the level.of an air force or of an alr diviasion
(if such exists) and above that of a group, in which the primary mission i6 combat and whick has com-
bat squadrons eltner directly or indiréctly assigned to it.

Note: For purposes of reflecting data in tables 1 through & , & USAF combat group not baving a wing
assignmen‘t-. but having approximately three combat squadrons assigned to it is consldered the equivalent

cf & combat wing.

QOPERATIONAL FLYING SUPPORT FORCES - Flying units pot directly assigned to e strategic, air defense, or

tactical force but which normally provide services that directly or indirectly support all misslocns,

both tactical apnd non-tactieal.

PRIMARY MISSION - The mission of the ucit as stated in the applicable USAF Unit Tralping Stacdard.

FULLY OPERATTIONALLY READY. A high degree of relative effectiveness. The unit is adequately manned, equipped,
trained, and is fully capable of performing its primary missicn. At least 85 per cent of authorized aircraft
are possessed; at least Tl per cent of authorized aircraft are operationslly ready; at least 80 per cent of
suthorized sircrews are formed; at least 75 per cent of authorized number of aircrews are operationally ready
and at least one operationally ready alrcrew is available to man each operationally ready aircraft.

OPERATICNALLY READY, A lesser degree of capability than C-1. Minor deficiencies exist in persoanel,facilities,
equipment, training, etc. Sixty-one to elghty-four per cent of authorized aircraft are possessed; 51-T0 per
cent of authorized aircraft are operationally ready; 56-79 per cent of authorized aircrews are formed; 51~ =T
per cent of authorized number of aircrews are operationslly ready;and at least one operationally ready aircrew
is available to man each cperationalty ready aircraft.

MARGINALLY OPERATIONALLY READY. A lesser degree of capability than C-2. Majof défiéienefes exist 1n person-
nel, facilities, equipment, training, etc. Thirty-one to sixty per cent of suthorized aircraft are possessed;
25-50 per cent of authorized aircraft are operationally reedy;31-55 per centof authorized aircrews are formed;

25=50 per cent of authorized number of aircrews are operationally resdy; and at least one operatio:xally ready
aircrev is available to man eech operationally ready aircraft. .

NOT OPERATIONALLY READY, A very low degree of effectiveness. Unit is incapable of performing its operational
mission. BExtreme deficiencies exist in personnel, facilities, equipment, training, etc. Aircraft and aircrev
perceniages are lower than those prescribved for C-3. This rating may be uwsed to describe units in process of
activation, inactivation, and major sircraft conversion.

INTRODUCTION

The content of this section presents data on mircreft accldents which cccurred in the United States Alr Force,
the Alr National Guard, the Air Force Reserve, and the Navy units flylng for the Military Air Transport Bervice dur-
ing Fiscal Year 1961.

All rates are expressed in pumber of accidents per 100,000 flying hours.

Final changes to aircraft accident statistics extend over a period of several months; the changee to Fiscal
Year 1961 data were as of 1 August 1960,

Aireraft accident statistics, other than consclidated reports, are unclaesified and will bear the legend "For
Offielal Use Only." A complete compilation of eccidents and flying experience of major organizational units of the
USAF 1gs considered security information. Adrcraft accident atatistice will be used solely for accident prevention
purposes unless released by competent suthority.

DEFINITIONS

ATRCRAFT ACCIDENT - A mishap involving opne or more Air Force sircraft that occurs between the time ° the engine is

started for the purpose of commencing flight and the time when the aircraft comes to rest with the engine(s) stopped
and all personnel on board have deplaned io s normal manner. “and which results in minor or substantial damage to, or
destruction of the aircraft.

BATIMENT AN'D/OR LOAN ~Accidents in mircraft which are on beilment contract or on loan are included in the total num-
ber of accidents appearing in this section. However, flying time is not availsble for bailm.ent/loan alreraft, and
accldents in these planes have not been included in rate computations.

FATAL ACCIDENT - An accident in which d.amge to aircraft is suatained and death to personnel results.

FATALTTY -A death resulting frominjuries or the complication ariaing from injuries received in an «ircraft aceldent.
Fatslities enumerated include all persons killed or missing as s result of Air Force sircraft asccidents. Pilot fat-
alities epply to United States Alr Force, Air National Guard,Air Force Reserves, ‘and Military Air Tranaport Service
Navy pillots only.

MAJOR ACCIDENT - A major accident is one in which the aircraft is destroyed or has received substantial damage as
defined in paragraph 10, AFR 62-1b.

MINOR ACCIDENT - A minor accident is one in which the ajrcraft recelves minor damage as defined in paragraph 10, AFR
2.1h .

AIRCRAFT AND MISSILES

INTRODUCTION

Information included in this section provides data pertalning to procurement, production, inventory status, de-
ployment, and disposition of USAF aircraft during Fiscal Year 1961. It alsc includes data on procurement, produc-
tion, and inventory status of missiles.

The aircraft tables reflect funding by Fiscal Year, acceptances, inventories by functional distributicn, active
and 1nsctive, age (in months) distribution, and disposition of aircraft. The missile tsbles reflect fupding by Fis-
cal year, acceptances, functional distribution, and disposition of missiles.

Production data for aircraft and mfsailes are cbtained under the proviaions of AF Regulation 70-11, dated,l Oc-
tober 1957. Additional data may be obtained in the USAF Production Digest SS-N-47 published monthly. Inventory and
atatus data for aircraft and missiles are obtained under the provisions of AF Regulation 65-110, dated, 25 Janusry
1961. The clessification of aircraft and missiles 1is in accordance with AF Regulation 65-60, dated,l August 1961
and T. 0. 1-1-81, dated 30 June 1961. The type clessificetion 18 generally based upon the type designator or the
prefix preceding the basic type designator of each aircraft or miseile model. A prefix is assigned an aireraft or
missile mode) when the aircraft or missile 1 modified to perform & function (indiecated by prefix) other than its
basic designated purpose. Additioral data may be obtained in the USAF Aircraft-Missile Digest, SS-Al, published
monthly. *

DEFINITIONS

ACCEPTANCE: Aircraft, missile, or dronre which has been shop-assembled and fully inspected by constituted USAF
or Navy production authorities and for which the title, responsibility, and accountability has been assumed by the
contractlng agency of the recipient.

AIRCRAFT: A heavier-than-air vehicle, designed primarily for fiight in the atmosphere, which has incorporated
4ip 1ts prime design the ability and requirement for human occupancy. (Ref T. 0. 1-1-81) ) '

AIRFRAME WEIGHT: The weight of the assembled principal structural components of an aircraft. It includes hull
or fuselage, wings, stabilizers, vertical fins, control surfaces, landing gear, and nacelles.

DRCNE: Any aircraft or missile modified or produced 4o perform the mission of a target for weapon evaluation
or crew training, has incorporated into its prime design the ability to be flown by remote control, and has been
redesignated in accordance with 7. 0. 1-1-81.,

GUIDED ATRCRAFT ROCKET: A type of self-propelled aircraft armament normally carried by plloted aircraft which, .
after launching, can be guided to the target which it destroys by means of an explosive warhead. ’

INACTIVE: Aircraft, missiles, or drones on loan and bailment {except bailed for test, maintenance, and modifi-
cationi; aircraft, missiles, or drones for which there is no longer a requirement in the active inventory, including
those that have been accumulated in execess of possible future needs; and aircraft, missiles, or drones in the pro-
cess of being dropped from the total inventory and salvage.

MISSILE: A heavier-than-air vehicle with & capability of traveling within the earth's atmosphere, whose tra-
Jectory or flight path may be controlled by installed or remote control mechanisms, and is not designed for human
occupancy . .

NON-OPERATING ACTIVE: Adrcraft, missiles, and drones in preparation or awaiting preparation for possession by
units or test activities through any of the loglstical processes of supply, maintenance, and modification.

OFERATING ACTIVE: Adrcraft, missiles,and drones currently and actively engaged in or supporting flying mission
(AFR £5-110). _ .
