The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is a measure of the change in prices over time
in a fixed market basket of goods and services. In January 1978, the Bureau
of Labor Statistics (BLS) began publishing two CPI's: a new CPI-U and a
revised CPI-W.

The new CPI for all Urban Consumers (CPI-U) covers approximately 80% of the
civilian population.

The revised CPI for Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers (CPI-W)
represents about half of the population covered by the CPI-U.

The CPI-U includes, in addition to wage earners and clerical workers, groups
which historically have been excluded from CPI coverage, such as professional,
managerial, and technical workers, the self-employed, short-term workers, the
unenmployed, retirees and others not in the labor force.

ANALYSIS

The rated population decreased 23% from FY75 through FY82. This included
a 23% decrease in the pilot inventory and 25% decrease in the navigator
inventory. The overall decrease reflects both a drawdown from the SEA
conflict and a transfer of aircraft from the Active Forces to the Air
Force Reserve and the Air National Guard. These two factors decreased
the rated requirement which in turn decreased the rated inventory. With
the exception of the flight surgeon, approximately 60% of the rated force
consists of captains and lieutenants. This reflects the Air Force promo-
tion policy of a captain remaining in grade generally for 7-8 years as
well as the typical flying squadron manning consisting of a large number
of captains and lieutenants. (Note: Colonels and Generals, while rated,
are not included in the Rated Distribution and Training Management flying
inventory.)

The number of pilots and navigators increased following a low in FY79,
This reflects an increase in undergraduate pilot and navigator training to
compensate for the severe loss of captains in the 6-11 year group which
occurred in the late 70's. This loss caused rated requirements to exceed
the rated inventory. FY81 represents the turnaround year in which the
increased training began to narrow the deficit. In the near future the
rated inventory should remain stable, with continued increases in the
numbers of captains and lieutenants. The navigator deficits should dis-
appear prior to the pilot shortage which is projected to remain throughout
the present decade.

ANALYSIS:

The general analysis and comments for Table 27 apply also to this table.

0f specific interest concerning the above data is the fact that approximately
60% of the pilots and navigators are under 35 years of age, reflecting Air
Force manning policy of filling the cockpit with junior officers. O0f equal
interest is the 40% decrease in the 25-29 age group from FY76 to FY81, as
opposed to the 18% decrease for the total inventory during the same period.
This decrease reflects the dramatic decline within the 6-11 year group during
the late 70's. The increase in the 20-24 age group beginning in FY80 reflects
increased undergraduate pilot and navigator training to compensate for this
loss. Future projections indicate a continued increase in the younger age
groups, as the Air Force recovers from this low.
